It is alleged in the complaint that, there is 9> feet road behind the house of the
complainant. Smt. Kumbar Siddamma has constructed a house by encroaching on the

public road. The- complainant filed application. before the President and PDO of
Nagasamudra Gram Panchayath, but no action is taken by the respondent. Hence, prays

for taking suitable action against the respondent.

* On the complaint, comments were called from the respondent:

The respondent has submitted the comments. Tt i contended that, smt. Kumbar

‘Siddamma was allotted with a house under the prime Minister’s housing scheme during
© 2016-17: She has taken financial assistance from the corporation. At the time of laying
foundation complainant has not objected to it. Now after completion of construction the
complainant- has raised objections that, 9° feet wide road is existing as before. The

- complainant has agreed to withdraw the complaint. Hence prays for dropping the

proceedings.

On the comments, rejoinder is calied from the comnlainant,

The corm%!‘ainant has submiited his rejoinder. It is contended that. on 02-05-20] 7,
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07-06-2017 and 13-09-2017 GPS Photos are taken by the respondent. From 30-5-2015 he

has filed the objections. On 13-03-2017 and 17-04-2017 he has filed objection, even
before start of constructien. But respondent has not taken any action. The respondent has

issued notices to Smit. Kumar Siddamma statmg that, -she has encroached on Gram
. Panchayath plot to the extent of 27° feet. In this connection two notices have already
- given, but she has not stopped the construction. Hence, prays for taking actlon agalnst

I have gone through entire case file. On 25-05-2017 respondent has iésned anotice e

to Smt. Kumbar Siddamma stating that, from the spot mahazar and-spot inspection it is -
proved that, she has encroached 27 feet in Gram panchayath plot. Hence, he has directed
to remove the encroachment. Similarrnotice is issued on 19-06-2017. It appears to me
that, the brother of complainant Sri. Chidanand Muitthy has also filed an application that,
his brother Sri. N.M Basavaraju has laid stone slabs in the conservancy area. In this

" connection spot mahazar was held, it was found that, the complainant has encroached 3

feet-and Smt.. Kumar Siddamma has encroached the 27 feet in Nagasamudra Gram
Panchayath property The respondent has not taken any action except orally intimating to -
Smt. Kumbar Siddamma and the complamant to remove the encroachments. The

respondent has committed dereliction of duty in holding a parallel inquiry and taking an
affidavit styled as “Letier of Agreement”, from both the persons who have encroached on
-Gram Panohayath Property. The respondent requests to close the case on this basis. The
Panchayath cannot hold any parallel inquiry. By assisting the encroachers the respondent .

has conducted himself in such a manner as to un‘becommCr ofa Government Servant.
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
