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Karnataka State Payment of Unemployment Allowance Rules 2006

Whereas the draft of the Kamataka State Payment of Unemployment Allowance Rules 2006 was published
n Part IV-A of the Kamataka Official Gazette on 16.5.2006 inviting objections and suggestions to the said draft
rom the general public within 15 days of its publication in the official gazette.

And whereas the said Gazette was made available to the general public on 16.5.2006. And whereas no
»bjections or suggestions has been received by the State Government in respect of the said draft.

Now, therefore in exercise of the powers conferred by Sub-Section (1) of the Section 32 and Sub-Section
6) of the Section 7 of the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act 2005 (Central Act 42 of 2005), the
(amataka Government hereby makes the following rules namely

|. Short Title and Commencement:

1) These rules may be called The Karnataka State Unemployment Allowance Payment Rules, 2006.
" s

2) They shall come into force from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.
). Definitions:- In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires -

(1) ‘Act means the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act, 2005 (Central Act 42 of 2005)

(2) District Programme Co-ordinator means the Chief Executive Officer of the Zilla Panchayat in the
district

(3) ‘Fund’ means the Kamataka State Employment Guarantee Fund established under Sec.21 of the
Act

(4) ‘Programme Officer’ means the Executive Officer of the Taluk Panchayat in the Taluka

(5) ‘Scheme’ means the ‘Karnataka Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme’ notified under Section 4 of
the Act.

(6) ‘State Council’ means the Karnataka State Employment Guarantee Council constituted under these
Rules

(7) ‘Unemployment Allowance’ means payment made under Section 7 of the Act.

}.  The Grama Panchayat shall be the competent authority to pay unemployment allowance in accordance
with the Scheme formulated under Section 4 of the Act.

}.  The procedure and mode of payment of unemployment allowance shall be prescribed in the Scheme
formulated under Section 4 of the Act.

i. [Essential Conditions to be satisfied for claiming Unemployment allowance:

a. The person shall be registered in the ‘Register of Job-seekers and Employment’ ie the Household
must possess a Job-card and the person shall be identifiable by an individual number in the job-
card.

b. The person shall apply for work and the application registered in the ‘Employment Demand Register’.

c. The employment has not been provided within fifteen days of the application for work or on the date
when she/he has applied for work whichever is later.

;. Conditions and circumstances when Unemployment Allowance is not payablé:
a. |f the Grama Panchayat. by Resolution decides that the registered labour that has applied for work,

i. Cannot be absorbed in on-going works;
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ii. New works of any implementing agency including the Grama Panchayat cannot be started on
the ground that there are less than 50 labourers available;

iii. There are no works of afforestation that can be commenced on the date when the registered
labour has to be provided with work or in the period when the labour has demanded work:

b. The liability for payment of unemployment allowance has ceased with regard to the provisions of
sub-section (3) of section 7 of the Act.

c. The Central Government has ordered stoppage of funds under Sub- Section (2) of the Section-27
of the Act. -

— then. no unemployment allowance will be payable.

Unemployment Allowance not to reduce employment entitiement of household :
In any household, which has been provided with unemployment allowance, the household shall continue

to be eligible to be provided on demand with a minimum of 100 days’ work in a financial year.

Establishment of Unemployment Allowance Fund :

Unemployment Allowance Fund shall be a component of the Karnataka State Employment Guarantee
Fund. The State Government shall provndé monies to the said Fund to meet the claims of unemployment
allowance payable under the Act.

Monthly Report of disbursements from the Fund:

1. The Program Officer shall make a monthly report of the expenditure under the unemployment
allowances fund in Form-4E of the Scheme to the District Program Coordinator and the State
Government.

2. The Custodian of the State Fund shall make a monthly report of the expenditure and releases made
in the unemployment allowance fund for the consideration of the state council in Form-56 of the
Scheme.

Karnataka State Payment of Unemployment Allowance (Amendment) Rulrs, 2009

Whereas the draft of the Karnataka State Unemployment Allowances Payment Rules,
2009 further to amend the same, which the Government of Karnataka proposes to make in
exercise of the powers conferred by Sec.32 of NREGA-2005 (Central Act No.42 of 2005) was
_published as required by Sub-Section(l) of the Section 32 of the said Act in Notification
No.RDP:8:EGS:2009, Bangalore dated: 21 July 2009 in Part-IV A of the Karnataka Gazette on
29-7-2009 inviting objection and suggeshons to the said draft from all persons likely to be
affected there from within 30 days of its publication in the official gazette and whereas the
said Gazette was made available to the general public on 29-7-2009. And whereas no
objections or suggestions have been received by the State Government in respect of the said
draft.

Now, therefore in exercise of the powers conferred under Sub-Section(1) and Sub-Section
2(b) of Section 32 and read with Section 7 of the National Rural Employment Guarantee Act-
2005(Central Act 42 of 2005), the Karnataka Government hereby makes the following rules

DRAFT RULES

1. Title and commencement,- (1) These rules may be called the Karnataka state
Payment of Unemployment Allowance (Amendment) Rules, 2009.
(2) They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the official Gazette.



2. Amendment of rule 2, - In rule 2 of the Karnataka State Payment of
Unemployment Allowances rules 2006 (hereinafter referred as said rules), for clause (5)
the following shall be substituted, namely. -

" (5) 'Scheme’ means the 'Karnataka Rural Employxhent Guarantee scheme’ notified in
Notification No. RDP 41 NRE 2006 dated:01-02-2007 under Section 4 of the Act and amended

from time to time”

3. Amendment of rule 7,- For rule 7 of the said rules, the following shall be
substituted namely,-

“7. Application for unemployment allowance,-

If an applicant is not provided Employment within fifteen days as per rule 11 of the scheme,
it should be intimated to the applicant. All cases of sanctioning unemployment allowance
should be intimated to the District Programme Co-ordinator who in turn shall submit a report
to the Government.

4. Substitution of rule 9,- For rule 9 of the said rules, the following rules shall be
substituted namely,-

"9. Report: Every case of payment or non-payment or delayed payment of unemployment
allowance shall be reported in the annual report submitted by the District Programme
Coordinator to the State Government along with the reasons for such payment or non-payment
or delayed payment, and with the action initiated against the responsible person.”

10. The responsibility of the Programme officer: The programme officer shall be responsible
for the prompt payment of unemployment allowance.

11. Payment of unemployment Allowances: If the applicant is eligible for payment of
unemployment allowance he shall be paid the same not later than fifteen days from the date on
which unemployment allowance was due. In the event of any delay, the recipients shall be
entitled to compensation as provided in the Para 30 of schedule II of the Act . -

12. Wage rate: Payment of unemploymérfi allowance shall be one fourth of the wage rate for
the first thirty days during the financial year and half of the wage rate for the remaining period
of the financial year.

13. Lapses of Programme officer: The Programme Officer after sanctioning the
unemployment allowance, shall, initiate disciplinary proceedings against those who are found
tesponsible for amount paid, as unemployment allowance in violation of the provisions, the
amount shall be recovered after the due enquiry. The enquiry proceedings should be completed
within 90 days of the receipt of payment of unemployment allowance.”
