INTRODUCTION

The State has implemented ‘Karnataka Panchayat Raj Act 1993’
after the 73" Constitutional Amendment. Under this Act 30 Zilla
Panchayats, 176 Taluks and 5627 Gram Panchayats have been
constituted. Panchayat Raj Institutions are implementing the activities in
accordance with the activity mapping vide Notification: RDP 367 GPS
2002 dated: 18-08-2003 and Government Order: RDP 146 PMI 2004
dated 16-10-2004 which were issued to make Panchayat Raj Institutions
more independent in working towards the administrative
decentralization. In addition, the following departments are under the
administrative control of the Department of Rural Development and
Panchayat Raj. They are, Panchayat Raj Engineering Division (PRED),
State Election Commission, Gram Swaraj, Karnataka Rural Water
Supply & Sanitation Agency (KRWS&SA), Karnataka Rural Roads
Development Authority (KRRDA), Abdul Nazeer Saab State Institute for
Rural Development (ANSSIRD), The Institute of MAHATMA Gandhi
Rural Energy and Development (MGIRED), Karnataka Rural
Infrastructure Development Ltd., (KRIDL) and Karnataka State Bio-gas
Development Board (KSBDB).

The department of Rural Development & Panchayat Raj aims at
improving economic conditions of the rural people below poverty line,
uplifting the lifestyle of the rural people by providing rural infrastructure
facilities like potable drinking water, sanitation and other rural

development programmes.
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ACTIVITIES AND PERFORMANCE

The details of the achievement for the year 2012-13 and the financial
target for the year 2013-14.

1. A) RURAL EMPLOYMENT PROGRAMMES.
1.1 MAHATMA GANDHI NATIONAL RURAL EMPLOYMENT GUARANTEE SCHEME.

The implementation of the centrally sponsored scheme Mahatma Gandhi
National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme is being monitored by the
Directorate of Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme.

This scheme is being implemented in all the Districts of the State in a phased
manner from the year 2006-07. Under this programme, the unskilled labourers have
to be paid the wages as per the rates required by the Central Government from time
to time in accordance with the section 6(1) of the Act within a week or before
maximum of 15 days. Equal wages have to be paid for both men and the women

labourers. There is no gender bias in wage payment.

OBJECTIVES OF THE SCHEME:

The objectives of the scheme are:

e Providing minimum of 100 days employment guarantee to each family residing in a

rural areas and who want to work unskilled manual work in a financial year.
e To stop the migration from a rural areas to the cities.

e To provide social protection for the most vulnerable people living in rural areas by

providing employment opportunities.

e To take up various drought-proofing works.

Implementation of the Mahatma Gandhi NREGA (MGNREGA) involves
roles and responsibilities of the following stakeholders:

Wage seekers

Gram Sabha (GS)

Agriculture related works, such as, NADEP composting, vermi-compost, liquid bio-
manures.

Livestock related works, such as, poultry shelter, goat shelter, construction of pucca
floor, urine tank and fodder trough for cattle, azolla as cattle-feed supplement.
Fisheries related works, such as, fisheries in seasonal water bodies on public land
Works in coastal areas, such as fish drying yards, belt vegetation.

Rural drinking water related works, such as, soak pits, recharge pits.

Rural sanitation related works, such as, individual household latrines, school toilet
units, anganwadi toilets, solid and liquid waste management.

Any other work, which may be notified by the Central Government in consultation

with the State Government.

The object of the Act is to enhance livelihood security in rural areas by
providing at least 100 days of guaranteed wage employment in every financial year
to every household whose adult members volunteer to do unskilled manual work.
Through the process of providing employment on works that address causes of
chronic poverty such as drought, deforestation and soil erosion, the Act seeks to
strengthen the natural resource base of rural livelihood and create durable assets in
rural areas strong social safety net for the vulnerable groups by providing a fall back

employment and is implemented as right base law in Karnataka.

MGNREGA programme is demand based programme and not a allocation
based programme. Under the scheme, other objectives can also be achieved by
generating productive assets, protecting the environment, empowering rural women,

discourage rural-urban migration etc.
Methods of utilizing the grants:

The expenditure of the scheme is met by the central and the state
government at the ratio of 90:10. The whole expenditure of labour wages is met by
the central government. The expenditure in respect of Material component is borne
at the ratio of 75:25 by the centre and the state.There is a provision to incur the
administrative expenses upto a limit of 6% of the expenditure in the funds allocated.
The state government has to bear the payment in respect of unemployment

allowance and delayed payments.
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Ratio of Labour and Material Component:

It is mandatory to incur the expenditure of labour and material component at
the ratio of 60:40.This has to be maintained for all the works implemented at the
Grama Panchayats level. In respect of other implementing agencies this ratio has to
be considered taking into account all the works implemented at the Taluk Panchayat

level.
Progress for the year 20012-13:

During the year 2012-13 ¥ 1,443.18 crores have been spent out of available
amount of ¥ 1788.74 crores. During this period, 627.42 lakhs mandays have been
generated providing the labour to 14.67 lakh families.

For the year 2013-14, the central government has approved ¥ 2133.00 crores
for the implementation of the scheme in the state and has given the target of
generating 691.42 lakh mandays.

Management Information System (MIS):

The information regarding all the processes of the implementation of the
scheme and the progress is being uploaded in NREGA soft developed by NIC for
Management Information System and the reports are being sent to the central

government through this system only.
Electronic Fund Management System (e-FMS):

The payment of wages in respect of the works implemented under this
scheme will be made directly to the bank accounts of the labourers through e-FMS.
This scheme of e-FMS has been implemented in all the Districts of the State. Until
now, ¥ 209.53 Crores has been credited to 51 Lakh bank accounts of the labourers.
The action has been initiated to make payments of materials through e-FMS only. In
Tumkur and Mysore Districts 7 Lakh ADHAR card numbers have been linked to the

scheme.
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Rate of wages:

The rate of wage payment to the labourers under this scheme was I 74/- till
31.07.2008; X 82/- till 31.12.2010; X 100/- till 01.01.2011, and ¥ 125/- till 31.03.2012.
From 01.04.2012 ¥ 155/- was paid to the labourers. During this year, the wage rate
has been enhanced to I 174/- in accordance with the Section 6(2) of the Act from
01-04-2013. The wages have to be paid every week and the payment should not be
delayed for more than 15 days in any case. The wage payment will be made in
accordance with the quantity of the work fixed. If the wage payment is not made in

the prescribed period, compensation has to be paid.

There is a provision to facilitate the creation of durable assets and securing
livelihood through the convergence of MGNREGA works with the programmes/
schemes of other line departments.

Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme.
8 seater call centre has been inaugurated on 25-02-20183.

e Complaints (S3)
e Other information (S4)

2. Action has been initiated to select the man power agencies through tender process
in accordance with the KTPP Act to give staff services to the Panchayat Raj
Institutions in 29 Districts.

3. Tender has been called for developing the Web-Based Application for MGNREGS
and it is under process.

4. Two services of MGNREGS, Karnataka (registration for work and issue of job cards)
have been brought under SAKALA.

5. 7 Lakh Labourers registered under MGNREGS have been linked to ADHAR card in
Dharwad, Mysore and Tumkur Districts of the State. These numbers have also been
linked to e-Governance Karnataka Resident Data Hub (KRDH).

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B) AREA DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES:

1.2 Western Ghats Development programme:

Development of Western Ghats in harmony with the environment and
conservation of its fragile eco-system is the main objective of the programme. This
programme is implemented on an integrated watershed approach to improve the
management of land and water involving various departments such as agriculture,
horticulture, animal husbandry, forest, fisheries, minor irrigation, engineering,
sericulture and industries. This programme is Centrally Sponsored with a ratio of
90:10 by Central & State Governments and being implemented in 40 taluks of 11
districts.

OBJECTIVES:

J Capacity building for effective implementation of the programme by providing training
facilities to the officers of Hilly Area Development Programme (HADP) and Western
Ghats Development Programme (WGDP)

J Programme of eco-preservation and eco-restoration with a focus on sustainable use
of bio-diversity

J Soil and water conservation through land development activities such as leveling,
bench terracing, land reshaping, amalgamation of paddy fields, land reclamation,
contour bunding etc.,

o Water harvesting and erosion control structures like check dams, vented dams, nala
bunding, boulder bunds and checks, gully checks, ravine reclamation structures etc.,

o Construction of farm ponds, diversion channels, waterways, vegetative filter strips
etc., to regulate the flow and disposable of excess water

o Focus on the needs and aspirations of local communities ensuring community
participation in the strategies for conservation of bio-diversity and sustainable
livelihoods

o Development of watershed based activities

J Development of spreading of technology/ instruments/ materials which are useful to
the hill economy/society which are suitable to the small holdings to provide bio-
fertilizers, seeds and other inputs

o Providing schemes for income generation by cultivating the medicinal plants,
bamboo, jatropha and agro forestry
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J Providing gap filling infrastructure such as laying of water pipelines, construction of
foot bridges etc.,

o Development activities through animal husbandry viz., artificial insemination for
upgrading cattle, fodder development plots in farmers holding and Government
farms, poultry development, piggery development, rabbit development, health camps
and distribution of medicines, mineral mixtures and food ingredients

o Constant monitoring/providing funds to the Spice Board for regular growth of spices

C) OTHER PROGRAMMES:

1.3 CENTRALLY SPONSORED PLAN SCHEME FOR REHABILITATION OF BONDED LABOUR
Aim and objectives of the Scheme:

The main aim of the scheme is to identify, release and rehabilitate the
Bonded Labourers in all parts of the State. The Bonded Labourers are identified by
State Revenue Officers & their staff at their jurisdiction and the same is reported to
Rural Development and Panchayath Raj department for eradication of bonded

labour system and implementation of Rehabilitation of Bonded labour Scheme.
Centrally sponsored scheme for rehabilitation of Bonded Labourers came into
existence in 1978 to provide rehabilitation by means of financial assistance to the

released Bonded Labour & Child Labourers.

This programme has been revised during the month of May 2000. Under this

programme both central and state Governments have to incur the expenditure at the
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ratio of 50:50. That is each Bonded Labour/Child Labour will be released Rs.20,000/-
of rehabilitation assistance. Both Central and State Governments has to release
funds of Rs.10,000 each. Out of Rs.20,000/- , Rs.1,000/- has to be given as
subsistence allowance immediately on the release of a bonded laborer. Under this
programme, Rehabilitation for the balance Rs 19000/- facilities like Domestic
Animals, Agricultural lands, supply of raw materials, Ploughing equipments, petty

shops, are provided in terms of material.

The bonded laborers/Child labourers who are identified & released by
concerned Deputy Commissioners, Revenue Assistant commissioners, & the Zilla
Panchayath will submit the proposal seeking Rehabilitation Assistance in prescribed
Check list along with screening committee proceedings & list of released bonded
labourers containing Break up details of SC/ST & Others to the Government.
Further, the State government has to submit the recommended proposal to GOI.
GOl after considering the proposal will release Central share of Assistance to the
State. Further the State government will release its Rehabilitation assistance to
Grama Panchayaths through Zilla Panchayaths along with Central share of Funds.

In view of above facts, each Released Bonded labourers during the process
of their Rehabilitation they are being provided Financial assistance of Rs 300/- per
month for a period of two years under State sponsored Rehabilitation Scheme with
effect from 21-01-2006. Likewise the Information of Released bonded labourers
which is being collected from concerned D.Cs are submitted through Zilla
Panchayaths to Government to avail monthly assistance from government. The
Amount which is received from Government by Zilla panchayaths are credited
monthly to the local Bank savings account of Released bonded laborers.

As per the Scheme Guidelines the Survey of Bonded Labourers in the State
has to be conducted once in 3 years. Ministry of Labour & Employment. GOI will
release Rs 2.00 lakhs of funds to each district for this purpose. The Survey was
conducted during 2000-01 & 2001-02 in all districts of the State. Since then, the
survey was not taken up in the State. On 28-03-2012 GOI has released Rs 60.00

lakhs to all the 30 districts. Further this amount has been released to all the Deputy
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Commissioners during 2012-13 on 13-06-2012. The survey work is under progress.

UC, & final Survey report is awaited from all the Deputy commissioners.

As per the Directions of NHRC,New Delhi a two days Workshop was
conducted on 17"& 18™ of Dec2011 at Bangalore under co-ordination of RD&PR
and Labour Department .District Magistrate, sub-Divisional Magistrate, CEOs of
ZPs,NGOs, Superintendent of Police,Civil Court Judges, District Labour
Officers,were present .Discussions in the workshop were highly effective.

As per Supreme Court order and NHRC Directions, an Orientation work shop
programme on Eradication of Bonded labour in Karnataka was organized by RD &
PR Department with Co-ordination of ANSIRD Mysore during 2012-13 . At first
stage, one day sensitization training programme was held on 27-12-2012 for the
Deputy Commissioners, Assistant Commissioners & CEQOs/Deputy Secretaries of
ZPs of Mysore & Bangalore sub divisions at ANSSIRD Mysore. At 2™ stage, one day
sensitization training progrmme was held on 09-01-2013 at ZP Dharwad, for the
Deputy Commissioners, Assistant Commissioners,CEOs /Deputy Secretaries of ZPs
of Gulbarga & Belgaum sub divisions. In addition to above, one day Satellite
programme (Sat Com) was also organized by SIRD for the members of vigilance

committees at Talug Panchayath Office under their Jurisdiction during 2012-13.

During 2012-13, under centrally sponsored scheme for rehabilitation of
Released Bonded Labourers which has a sharing pattern at 50:50 percent, centre
share of Rs.109.00 lakhs state share of Rs. 109 lakhs and also Rs. 60.91 lakhs
under State scheme of Assistance for rehabilitation of released bonded labours has
been of released . In addition Government of India has released Rs. 60.00 lakhs
towards Identification and Resurvey of bonded labourers. And Rs. 7.632 lakhs which
was lapsed during last year has been released this year. The details of total amount
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of Rs. 346.544 lakhs is released during 2012-13 under Head of Account 2230-01-

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2.1 SWARNA JAYANTHI GRAM SWAROJGAR YOJANA (SGSY)

The Government of India has been implementing several poverty
alleviation programmes over the past few decades. To make the programme more
effective, the Swarna Jayanthi Grama Swaraj Yojana was launched on
01.04.1999 by restructuring the earlier self-employment programmes namely,
IRDP, DWCRA, TRYSEM, SITRA, GKY and MWS.

The Swarna Jayanthi Grama Swaraj Yojana is a self-employment
programme, which aims at bringing poor families above the poverty line. This is a
holistic programme, covering all aspects of self-employment such as
organisations of the poor into self-help groups, training, credit, technology,
infrastructure and marketing. SGSY is funded by the Centre and the State
Governments in the ratio of 75:25. Quality is the hallmark of SGSY.

With the technical guidance advice and suggestions, the following activities
are undertaken through Swarozgaris and SHGs under this programme. The key
activities identified in the State are dairy, sheep rearing, readymade garments,
food processing, floriculture, agarbathi manufacturing, sericulture, carpentry,
handicrafts, leather products, bamboo products, weaving and brick

manufacturing.

The following important decisions were taken during the year.

e Subsidy will be given to the group of Swarozgaris and Individual Physically
Handicapped Swarozgaris.

e In the year 2012-13, Districts have to reserve subsidy upto 70% to the
Primary activities (60% to the primary activities such as dairy and animal
husbandry activities and 10% to irrigation and land based activities) and

30% to secondary and tertiary activities.

Special Projects:

An amount equivalent to 15 percent of the SGSY funds is set apart at the
national level for implementating prominent schemes. Alternative schemes could be

taken up with other departments, semi- government or international agencies.

Each special scheme is a time bound one with the objective of lifting a definite
number of families below the poverty line through self- employment programmes.
Organizing the rural poor, providing infrastructure, technology, marketing facilities,
training for other activities, sustainable employment opportunities will be created.

Since inception of the programme, 22 proposals worth Rs.177.76 crores have
been submitted to Gol. Among these, 2 projects to each districts ie., Dakshina
Kannada, Bagalkote and Mysore and 1 each to Kolar and Bellary. Dharwad have
been sanctioned with an approved out of Rs. 71.05 crores.
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The following 4 special projects are on-going currently out of 9 projects
sanctioned by the GOI. Three projects are completed and two were dropped. The
ongoing projects are.

e Skill Based Training at Bagalkot. IA: BVV Sangh, Bagalkote
e Uplifting of dairy farmers in Kolar Milk Union. IA: Kolar Dairy
e Poverty Elevation & Sustainable Development in Dharwad District. IA: BAIF

e Income Generation to BPL SHGs through Agree Enterprises. IA: JSS, Mysore.

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State, District and Village Haats

State Haat:

X 3 Crores has been allocated for the creation of State Haats, which is shared
between Centre and State in the ratio of 75:25. In collaboration with Bangalore Metro
Rail Corporation Ltd (BMRCL) State intends to take State Haat at Bangalore.
Proposal has been sent to GOI for approval.

District Haat:

% 1.50 Crores have been allocated for the creation of District Haat, which is
shared between Centre and State in the ratio of 75:25. For creation of District Haat in
Dakshina Kannada, the Centre has approved and released its first installment of
¥ 28.13 lakhs. According to this, State also has released its share of ¥ 9.37 lakhs.

Village Haats:

% 15.00 Lakhs per Village Haat have been allocated for the creation of Village
Haat, which is shared between Centre and State in the ratio of 75:25. Govt of India
has sanctioned 87 Village Haats (3 Village Haats per district) and all are under
construction.

Training Centres:
In 28 Districts, 32 RUDSETI / R-SETI have been established to which basic
orientation programmes and skill development trainings are being given. 26

Readymade Garments and Apparel Design Centres have been established in 24
Districts in association with AEPC, R-SETI and other recognized NGOs.
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2.2 SANJEEVINI - NATIONAL RURAL LIVELIHOOD MISSION (NRLM)

Union Ministry of Rural Development has reprogrammed SGSY scheme has
AAJIVIKA — National Rural Livelihood Mission (NRLM) which has been implemented
from the year 2011-12. Accordingly, the State Government has issued a notification
to implement AAJIVIKA Scheme in the State through Karnataka State Rural
Livelihood Promotion Society (KSRLPS). State Government has renamed the
AAJIVIKA Scheme as SANJEEVINI which is implemented in a phased manner.

During 1st Phase 20 taluks of 5 districts are selected for implementation
namely Belgaum (Athani, Gokak, Soudatti, Hukkeri), Dharwad (Khalghatgi,
Kundagol, Navalgund), Gulbarga (Gulbarga, Jewargi, Sedam, Aland), Mysore (H.D.
Kote, Hunsur, Nanjangud, T.Narasipura) and Tumkur (Gubbi, Kunigal, Madhugiri,
Pavagada, Koratagere). KSRLPS has prepared Annual Action Plan and Submitted to
Ministry of Rural Development for approval.

During the year 2012-13 Central share of ¥ 78.00 Lakhs and State share of
26.00 Lakhs were released towards the implementation of the scheme. Out of
release and opening balance of ¥ 143.00 Lakhs, ¥ 128.00 Lakhs was spent as at the

end of the financial year.

In all other remaining non intensive blocks, SGSY will be implemented as
Sanjeevini, from the year 2013-14.

2.3 MAHILA KISAN SASHAKTIKARANA PARIYOJANE (MKSP):

Central Government has implemented Mahila Kisan Sashaktikarana
Pariyojane (MKSP) scheme. The intention of the scheme is to train the rural poor
women in agriculture and agriculture allied activities and strengthen them financially.
The Central & State government provides funds in the ratio of 75:25. The Centre
releases its 75% funds in 3 installments in 25: 50: 25 ratio. State releases its 25%
share according to Central releases. This scheme is implemented in the State

through non governmental organizations.
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To implement the scheme in Ramanagar and Chitradurga districts through
M/s Green Foundation, Tumkur and Belgaum districts through Initiatives for
Development Foundation (IDF) in two blocks, the proposal was sent to Government
of India. The Centre has approved and sanctioned ¥ 21.25 crores.

The Govt of India released ¥ 1.17 crores as its first installment (25%) for the
project that is being implemented through M/s Green Foundation. According to this,
State also has released its share of ¥ 0.39 crores. The project is under

implementation.
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3. RURAL INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES

3.1 RURAL WATER SUPPLY AND SANITATION
3.1.1 RURAL WATER SUPPLY

Supply of adequate and safe drinking water to all the 59,575 rural
habitations of the State is given utmost importance in order to improve the Living
Standards of the rural masses. It is programmed to provide 40-55 litres of drinking
water to each person per day. Potable drinking water is being supplied to rural areas
through the following schemes:

Borewells fitted with Hand pump Scheme and Saraljal
Mini Water Supply Scheme
Piped Water Supply Scheme

Multi Village Supply Scheme

The Rural Water Supply Programmes are being implemented as per KTPP
act and rules through Panchayath Raj Institutions. Priority is given to the partially
covered, quality affected and slipped back habitations/ villages. The type of water
supply scheme to be taken up is decided on the basis of the total population of the
village / habitation. Villages / Habitations with a population of 1000 and above are
provided with Piped Water Supply Scheme. Villages / Habitations with a population
between 500 to 1000 are provided with Mini Water Supply Scheme. The other
villages / habitations with less than 500 populations are provided with Bore wells
fitted with Hand pumps and single phase motor connected borewell under Saraljal.
The above criteria is relaxed in deserving cases where villages / habitations are in
Malnad area, hilly areas and having water quality problems like high fluoride,
arsenic, nitrate contents etc., Multi Village Supply schemes are also being
implemented with surface source to cover cluster of villages, where water quality

and slipped back habitations problems are noticed.
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REVISED GUIDELINES OF GOVERNMENT OF INDIA:

Rural Water Supply schemes are being implemented as per 2009-10 revised
guidelines of NRDWP (National Rural Drinking Water Programme).The main
objective of the Programme is to provide every rural person with adequate safe
water for drinking, cooking and other domestic basic needs on a sustainable basis.
Under the Sustainability component of NRDWP 100% grant is given by Gol for
implementation of water conservation and rain water harvesting structures to achieve
source sustainability. 10% of annual allocation of NRDWP funds is earmarked for
this component.

As per the revised guidelines, State Water and Sanitation Mission (SW&SM)
has been established along with the Mission Director. The financial transactions of
Gol funds and State share funds are being done through SW&SM bank account.
State level Scheme Sanctioning Committee (SLSSC) has been constituted to
approve RWS Action Plans, and to suggest improved measures / to rationalise
appropriate policies from time to time. There is a provision to continue HRD/IEC

program under the Support Activity Component as per Gol norms.

3.1.2 BORE WELLS WITH HANDPUMP SCHEME:

Bore wells fitted with hand pumps are the major source of potable drinking
water in rural areas. Since inception of the programme to the end of March - 2013,
216828 bore wells have been drilled in the State. An amount of ¥ 600/- per Bore well
is being provided for the annual maintenance of Bore wells. Gram Panchayaths are

taking care of these bore wells.

3.1.3 MINI WATER SUPPLY SCHEME:

In this scheme, water is pumped to a small tank (Cistern) fitted with 3 - 4 taps,
from where water can be collected by households. Since the inception of this
programme to the end of March - 2013, 40715 Mini Water Supply schemes have
been completed and commissioned. Gram Panchayats are maintaining the
schemes, for which, an amount of ¥ 3,500/- per annum is provided to each MWS
scheme.

3.1.4 PIPED WATER SUPPLY SCHEME:

Under this programme, since inception to the end of march 2013, 29,640
PWS schemes are completed and commissioned both under State and Central
Sectors. Gram Panchayaths are maintaining Piped Water Supply Schemes, and an
amount of ¥ 8,000/- per Piped Water Supply Scheme is being provided per annum
towards O & M purpose.

Additional rural water supply schemes in drought prone districts of Bagalkot,
Bellary, Bijapur, Davanagere, Raichur and Koppal are being implemented under this
centrally sponsored Desert Development Programme (DDP) since 1997-98. It is
contemplated to provide 70 Lpcd of water for human being and cattle in these
drought affected DDP Districts. The implementation of schemes such as PWS,
MWS and bore wells are taken up under this programme, including Rural
schools.The financial and physical progresses achieved under this scheme during

the last Five years are as under:

3.1.6 MULTI VILLAGE SCHEME PROJECT:

Drinking water supply schemes under Rajiv Gandhi National Drinking Water
Mission have been formulated in Rural areas with surface water as source to tackle
water quality problem. Habitations having chemcial contamination like Arsenic,
Fluoride, TDS, Nitrate and Iron in drinking water are provided safe drinking water

after treating the surface sources.

e Prior to 2004-05, 49 Schemes covering 244 water quality habitations with an
expenditure of ¥ 141.49 Crores upto 31-03-2013 have been taken up for
implementation. Out of which 44 schemes have been completed covering 176
water quality affected habitations. Remaining 5 schemes are at various stages
and will be completed before March 2013 (Details are given in Annexure-7)
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e During 2004-05 and onwards, State has taken up Rajiv Gandhi Drinking Water
Mission Programme under Bharat Nirman Programme to provide safe drinking

water to water quality affected habitations in Rural areas.

e During 2005-06 to 2007-08, 144 Schemes covering 1383 water quality
habitations at an estimated cost of ¥ 883.77 Crores have taken up under Sub-
Mission Programme. All the 144 schemes have been administratively approved
and Technically Sanctioned. All 144 schemes have been entusted to the
Contractors and works are in different stages of progress. 86 out of 144 Schemes
have been physically completed with an expenditure of ¥ 902.03 Crores upto
31-03-2013 and the balance Schemes will be completed to the end of December
2013 (Details are given in Annexure-8)

e During the years from 2009-10 and 2010-11, 112 schemes covering 2091
habitations have been administratively approved, out of which 89 schemes are
technically sanctioned upto end of March 2013 and 76 schemes are entrusted to
Contractors and an expenditure of ¥ 186.22 Crores has been incurred as at the
end of March - 2013. Preparations of Estimates and Tender process for the
remaining schemes are in different stages of progress. 5 Schemes are taken up
under DBOT system. For these schemes, ¥ 186.22 Crores has been spent as at
the end of March 2013.

e In the S.L.S.S.C. Meetings held during 2011-12 and 2012-13, totally 297
schemes are approved for PSR/DSR preparation amounting to ¥ 3123.04 Cr.
Out of which, 35 schemes amounting to ¥ 700.29 Cr. have been Administratively
Approved. 20 Schemes are technically sanctioned and Tendering process is in

progress. 3 Schemes are taken up under DBOT system.
e Under 13™ Finance Commission Schemes, ¥ 30.00 Cr. is proposed to be

released in 4 years. Action Plan to take up 33 Multi-Villages Schemes and 387

R.O. Units are approved under this Programme.
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3.1.7 WATER QUALITY TESTING - ALTERNATE SCHEMES:

To supply safe drinking water for the Quality Affected Habitations, schemes
are being proposed using surface water as the source under Multi Village Scheme,
NRDWP. In addition to the above, 387 De-fluoridation plants, based on RO
Technology is being installed with an estimated cost of ¥ 30.00 Cr (Expd to be borne

by Govt & empanelled companies in the ratio 50:50).
3.1.8 SUVARNA JALA:

BAIF, an NGO is entrusted 5 taluks of Tumkur, Chikballapur and Gadag
districts covering at least 115 Fluoride affected villages to enrich Ground Water table
and provide safe drinking water (Fluoride free) on pilot basis. A sum of ¥ 14.34 crore
has been allocated for implementing ground water recharge and Roof Top Rain
Water Harvesting works thereby to reduce water quality problem with a scientific
approach, for providing Employment and accelerating horticulture and agriculture
activities throughout the year, out of Rain Water Harvesting methods, as a special
package. This project has been successfully completed in 115 habitations; under this
Pilot Project. 5,603 Roof Top Rain Water Harvesting, 28 water body recharge
structures and 2177 agriculture / horticulture ponds have been constructed. In
addition to the above 4,000 Roof Top Rain Water Harvesting, 02 water body
recharge structures and 600 agriculture/ horticulture ponds and 25 Bore well
recharge structures construction is being undertaken in the 26 Fluoride affected
habitations of pavagada taluk in Tumkur district. Presently the work is under

progress and it is being implemented through BAIF organisation.
3.1.9 JALAMANI:

This is an innovative scheme of providing pure and safe drinking water to rural
schools. During the period 2009-10 to 2011-12. 10869 Stand Alone Drinking Water
Filter units are installed and the expenditure incurred is ¥.12.28 crore. No target has

been fixed under this programme for the year 2012-13.
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3.1.10 HYDRO-FRACTURING PROGRAMME:

Ground Water table is depleting in the State owing to shortage of rainfall and
indiscriminate exploitation of ground water. Therefore, while initiating water re-
charge measures action has been taken to retrieve / revive the existing bore well
sources through hydro fracture technology. The progress achieved through hydro

fracturing method is shown below:

3.1.11 DRINKING WATER QUALITY TESTING AND SURVEILLANCE
PROGRAMME:
Under the National Drinking Water Quality Monitoring and Surveillance
Programme an amount of ¥ 774.34 lakhs has been released to the State between
2005-06 to 2007-08.

programmes have been conducted and 2,610 persons have been trained. During

Under this Scheme State and District Level training

this year Taluk / GP Level training progammes have also been taken up through
NGO'’s together with distribution of Water Quality Testing Kits to all districts and it
was programmed to train at least 5 members from each panchayath. Under HRD
programme so far excluding Raichur District, 28,427 persons have been trained as
against 28, 140 targeted, throughout the State.

To create awareness among rural masses about Water Quality Monitoring
and Maintenance under IEC programme, M/s.MC & A, Bangalore has under taken
training at Taluk / G.P Level. The guidelines issued by Government of India have
been translated into Kannada and the hand books have been distributed and along
with the hand-books given by UNICEF at the time of training. Inspection/Monitoring
committees are formed involving officers from the level of Gram Panchayath to
District and State Level comprising Health, Education, Women & Child Welfare and
ZP officials / Representatives.
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The Department of Mines and Geology is named as State Referral Institute
(SRI). During 2010-11 water samples of rural drinking water supply scheme sources
were collected and by conducting a special campaign on water quality test. Tests
were conducted in district laboratories, Mines & Geology Departments Labs and
other Laboratories.

There are about 236892 rural drinking water sources in the state, of which
1,30,511 sources have been tested and as per the test results, it has been found
that PH - 912, TOTAL HARDNESS - 5247, CHLORIDE - 321, FLUORIDE - 3169,
NITRATE - 2399, IRON - 993, in the existing drinking water sources in 10,137
Habitations in the State are chemically affected. During the year 2012-13, necessary

training has been given to 4996 engineers in joint association with SIRD.

Around 1,66,000 drinking water samples have been tested during the year
2012-13 and action has been initiated on the basis of the details obtained from these

tests.

3.1.12 INTEGRATED MANAGEMENT INFORMATION SYSTEM (IMIS)

IMIS is a Web Based Monitoring System which enables online submission of
annual action plans and project shelf, physical and financial progress report on
coverage of habitations and rural schools and specially the coverage of quality
affected habitations. Online entry of monthly progress reports and other related
details of the schemes taken up under the programme are being fed regularly in the
IMIS website. Public can also access the website for basic information and view the
Annual Action Plan, Progress reports, details of the works/schemes under the
programme, status of habitations etc. The DDWS-IMIS enables all participating
stakeholders for monitoring this programme in an efficient, effective and transparent
manner.

The Second World Bank Assisted Karnataka Rural Water Supply & Sanitation
Project has been implemented in 11 districts of North Karnataka namely, Bagalkot,
Belgaum, Bidar, Bijapur, Dharwad, Gadag, Gulbarga, Haveri, Koppal, Raichur and
Uttara Kannada, has come to end on 30™ June 2010. In view of the increased
demand from the community for taking up more number of schemes under the
Jalnirmal project, and the need to provide sustainable potable drinking water service
to more number of villages affected with water quality problems, it was proposed to
take up water supply schemes to more number of villages under existing project
districts of Jal Nirmal Project and in the water quality affected habitations of few
other districts, 1552 Water Supply Schemes and Internal Roads & drains works have
been taken up for implementation at an estimated cost of Rs.816.18 crores (Now
Rs.835.32 crores) (99.300 million SDRs, 150 million US$, About Rs.700 crores)
including state government share in three years i.e. from July-2010 under World
Bank Assisted Additional Financing Project. This project is also a demand driven
project as like erstwhile World Bank assisted Jalnirmal project, and it is a different
capital shareholders project. Under this project, the World Bank shares 85% support

and 15% combined shares of Gram Panchayat and Communities.

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3.3 NIRMAL BHARAT ABHIYAN

Karnataka has been the forerunner in puttingforth concerted efforts to
implement total sanitation in the Rural parts of the State. The State Government is
implementing the Total Sanitation programme of Government of India intensively in
all the 30 districts of the State. Individual Hygiene, house hold sanitation, Safe
Drinking Water, Disposal of human excreta, Solid and Liquid Waste Management
are the various components of the Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan which is the revised form

of Total Sanitation Campaign.

Though the State has been implementing a number of programmes for Rural
sanitation, there has not been substantial progress noticed. Social mobilization and
encouraging the rural masses to adopt sanitation structures have been incorporated
as components of the Abhiyan. Panchayath Raj institutions are involved in
implementation of a number of programmes to achieve progress in this direction.
Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan is a community led, people centered and demand driven
programme. To inculcate a sense of hygiene among the school children,
construction of toilets in Agnawadis and Schools are the sub-components of the
Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan. The Total Sanitation Campaign has been re-named w.e.f
01.04.2012 as Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan with the effect from 01.04.2012. Incentive
amount to an extent of ¥ 4700/- (X 3200/- from GOI, %.1500/- from the State
Government) is made available, besides convergence with MNREGA programme
providing for 26 mandays amounting to ¥ 4500/- in-addition to X.800/- as beneficiary
contribution to the BPL and Restricted APL (SC/ST, Small and Marginal farmers,
Landless labourers, Physically Handicapped and the Women dominant families)
households, with the result of which ¥ 10,000/- would be the assistance available

from various sources to undertake the construction of Individual household toilets.

Greater emphasis is laid upon information, Education and communication
activities in the campaign. To make the campaign as a community led programmes
and to ensure that the requisite technological options are made available, various
capacity building programmes are hatched to build capacity of the stake holders in a
variety of sectors. Attempts are made to erase the notion in the minds of the rural

masses that the toilets are no more luxury and expensive.
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As per 73 amendment to the constitution, Rural Sanitation has been the
responsibility of the GPs. In view of this, all the GPs are participating in
implementation of the Nirmal Bharat Abhiyan.

Objectives of the campaign.

1. To improve the Health and living standards of the Rural population.
2. Disposal of the Solid and Liquid Wastes generated in rural areas.

3. Construction of toilets in Schools and Anganwadis, maintenance of hygiene and

inculcation of Hygiene and sanitation practices among the children.

4. Establishment of Rural Sanitary Marts and Production Centers.

5. Construction and maintenance of Community Sanitary Complexes, Sanitary

drains and maintenance Hygiene around water sources.

Nirmal Gram Puraskar:

Government of India instituted Nirmal Gram Puraskar awards to encourage

100% achievement by the Gram Panchayats, Taluk panchayaths and Zilla

panchayats under the total sanitation campaign with the effect from the year 2004.

INFORMATION, EDUCATION AND COMMUNICATION (IEC) ACTIVITIES:

The information pertaining to the Total Sanitation is effectively propagated.
The IEC activities, include the use of All India Radio, Doordarshan, Wall paintings,
Street plays, Jatas, Hand bills, Advertisements etc., NGO’s take active role in these
IEC activities. In addition to the above, interpersonal discussion, door to door
interviews, Group discussions, indoor games, outdoor games, songs, quiz
competition, street walks, speeches by religious leaders etc., are the various options
through which the IEC activities are undertaken.

COMMUNITY LED TOTAL SANITATION:

Awareness about the Total Sanitation Campaign were organized by way of
awareness programmes to the stake holders in organizing 2,3,5 days training
programmes at Gulbarga, Davanagere, Belgaum, Chamrajanagar, Bellary,
Bagalkote, Bijapur, Gadag, Raichur and Chickballapur districts. A regional CCDU
unit has been established at Gulbarga district which has facilitated the acceleration
of the TSC programme in Northern Districts of the State.
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e The services of Asha workers and Anganwadi workers would be utilised in the
NBA programme.

e Detailed Guidelines are issued for appointment of Swachchatha Doots at the GP
level.

e Detailed Guidelines are also issued for establishment of the Solid and Liquid
Waste Management units.

e Evaluation in respect Community toilets and Nirmal Gram Puraskar Award
Panchayats to assess the impact of the programme is in progress.

e Swachchatha Utsav in Oct-2011 and Nov-2012 was celeberated in all Districts.

3.3 RURAL ENERGY PROGRAMME

Abundantly available, perennial and environmentally safe, renewable energy
sources constitute safe, sure and sustainable alternatives. Besides being affordable
and viable, they offer an equitable distribution of resources. Being a tropical country,
India is blessed with bountiful resources, significant potential from Solar, wind
biomass, biogas and mini hydro sources. The need of the hour is for non-
conventional or renewable sources, backed by a desireto change and a willingness

to explore options.

3.4.1 NATIONAL PROJECT ON BIOGAS DEVELOPMENT :
National Project on Biogas Programme is Centrally Sponsored Scheme being

implemented since 1982-83. This is mainly 100% women component programme.

Biogas is a clean, non-polluting, smoke and soot-free fuel, containing
methane gas produced from cattle dung, human waste and other organic matter in a
biogas plant through a process called anaerobic digestion. The digested slurry can

be used as good quality manure in agricultural fields.

3.5 ROADS AND BRIDGES:

The development of rural roads and its monitoring activities in the State has
been under the jurisdiction of public works department till the end of 1999. From
01-01-2000 onwards the development of these roads, technical supervision and
monitoring and functional responsibilities were transferred to Department of Rural

Development and Panchayat Raj.

Rural road connectivity is an effective tool to alleviate the poverty of rural
people. Improvement of rural roads will have direct bearing in improving the
conditions of rural people. The Rural roads are being improved / maintained under
various schemes, namely, the rural roads are improved / maintained under
Prandhana Mantri Gram Sadak Yojane, NABARD, 12th Finance commission grants
scheme as well as Mukhya Mantri Grameena Raste Abivruddi Yojane.

3.5.1 PRADHAN MANTRI GRAM SADAK YOJANA (PMGSY):

Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana launched by the Central Government on
25" December 2000 with an objective of connecting every village through good
all-weather roads that has more than 1000 population. Like wise, the programme has
been formulated to provide connectivity to the habitations having population of more
than 500.

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3.5.2 NAMMA GRAMA NAMMA RASTHE:

FIRST PHASE :

In accordance with the guidelines of Prandhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana, it
was approved by the State Government to develop the rural roads of 20 kms in each
of the 189 Rural Assembly Constituencies in the State covering a length of 3714.65
kms at an estimated cost of I 1066.75 Crores.

In the year 2011-12, as against the Physical Target of 1250kms 1497.71kms
road length was upgraded at the cost of ¥ 500.24 Crores

For the year 2012-13, it is targeted to upgrade road length of 2216.51 kms at
the cost of ¥ 694.06 Crores. As at the end of March 2013, 1715.30 KMs road length
has been developed at the cost of ¥ 485.41 Crores. Totally 3213 kms of road length
has been developed at a cost of ¥ 966.03 Crores and the remining 501.65 KMs road
length is programmed to be completred before May 2013. The details are given in
ANNEXURE - 15.

SECOND PHASE:

As per the guidelines of Prandhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana State Govt. has
approved to develop the rural roads of 30 KM / constituency in each of 189 rural
constituencies in the state covering a length of 5728.72 km at an estimated cost of
3 2413.86 Crores.

Tender has been called and the programme will be implemented from the
month of may 2013.

3.5.3 NABARD :

The improvements of 251 rural roads works and 100 works of foot bridges
were taken up under NABARD RIDF 15,16 & 17 during the year 2012-13 and these
were completed with an expenditure of ¥ 10691.13 Lakhs. The details are enclosed
in ANNEXURE — 16. In total from the inception upto the end of the year 2012-13
1215.47 KMs of road works and 170 foot bridges have been completed with an
expenditure of ¥ 34566.01 Lakhs.
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Under Nabard-18, 199 road works coverning 325.27 KMs of roads, at the
estimated cost of ¥ 7330.00 lakhs and 2 works of bridges and foot bridge at the
estimated cost of ¥ 65.00 lakhs have been approved. The process of giving technical

saction for the estimates of these works is in progress.
3.5.4 CMGSY - CHIEF MINISTER RURAL ROAD DEVELOPMENT SCHEME:

During the 2003-04 CMGSY has been launched by the Government for
development and maintenance of rural roads with an initial deposit of ¥ 10000 lakhs.
During the year 2012-13 an amount of ¥ 14979.70 lakhs has been allocated based
on the backwardness index of High Power Committee on Regional Imbalance. As at
the end March — 2013 ¥ 15107.13 Lakhs was released out of which I 14590.98
Lakhs has been spent for the maintenance of 7295.50 kms of rural roads. District
wise details are enclosed in Annexure-17.

3.5.5 13" FINANCE COMMISSION GRANTS:

During the year 2012-13 an amount of ¥ 11730.00 lakhs was allocated for
maintenance of Rural Roads based on road length in each Taluk. As at the end
March - 2013, 5865.00 km of rural roads are maintained out of ¥ 11730.00 lakhs.
District wise details are enclosed in ANNEXURE — 18.

3.5.6 REPAIRS & REJUVENATION OF TANKS PROGRAMME:

Special Tanks Rejuvenation Programme was taken up by the State
Government with accordance with the Agriculture Budget for the year 2011-12.
Under this programme, the desiltation of tanks and repairs of canals were intended
to be taken up. In each Assembly Constituency 20 to 25 tanks were taken up at the
cost of ¥ 5.00 Crore and the programme was implemented through Zilla Panchayat,
Minor Irrigation, Major Irrigation, Urban Development and Revenue Department vide
G.O.No. RDP : 46 : RRC : 11, dated: 11-03-2011.

The objectives of the scheme is mainly desilting of tanks. However repairs of

bunds, clearing of canals, feeder chanel works etc., and removing of encroachment
can also be taken up.
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In adition to tanks, bandharas, anicuts, pickups can also be taken up for
rejuvenation, if they are obsolutely necessary for increasing storage capacity.

Deputy Commissioners are authorized to approve the action plan and they

are vested with full powers for administrative approval and tender acceptance.

4122 Zilla Panchayat tanks with an estimated cost of ¥ 653.99 Crores were

taken up as per the consolidated action plan of Deputy Commissioners.

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4. SUVARNA GRAMODAYA YOJANE

This is a new initiative of the Government of Karnataka for developing vibrant
vilage communities by adopting an intensive and integrated approach to rural
development. Launched at the commencement of the Golden Jubilee Celebrations of
the formation of the State of Karnataka, the new initiative will focus on the
development of 1,000 villages every year by the concerted efforts of the
Government, Non Governmental Organizations, private sector partners and the

village communities.

His Excellency The President of India has launched the Suvarna Gramodaya

Yojane on 25.02.2007. Suvarna Gramodaya Yojane is a state sector scheme.

OBJECTIVES OF THE SCHEME:

a) To upgrade the physical environment of the selected villages for improving the
quality of life.

b) To fully develop the income generating potential of land based activities.

c) To provide full and adequate infrastructure for human resources development
including education, health services, childcare facilities etc.

d) To generate significant levels of non agricultural employment, especially for
educated unemployed youth.

e) To support community awareness and development through self-help groups,

cultural associations etc.

SELECTION OF VILLAGES:

The population covered in each taluk was determined based on the rural
population in that taluk in relation to total rural population of the entire State and
funds are allotted at the rate of ¥ 2,500 to 3,000 per capita. In general, the villages
comprising of population above 2,500 but below 8,000 are selected within the limit of
the population fixed in the taluk keeping in view of the rural constituency population.

In the hilly and western ghat area the population limit is relaxed.

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5.GRAM SWARAJ - KARNATAKA PANCHAYAT
STRENGTHENING PROJECT

Gram Swaraj, Karnataka Panchayath Strengthening Project is implemented
by Government of Karnataka through Rural Development & Panchayat Raj
Department. The project was started from the Financial year 2006-07 for a term of
five years. The project emphasizes on the development of the backward regions. To
make the rural area institutions as local self - governments, there is a need to
provide Gram Panchyaths with additional resources and also to encourage them to
raise resources of the rural areas commensurate to their needs and increase their
capacity to utilize the resources. Resources utilized towards services that are

prioritized locally would lead to greater satisfaction among the local population.

The project gives special emphasis on improving the service delivery by Gram
Panchayats, particularly with respect to the management of public resources and the

delivery of services that the local people prioritize and decide.

The project is being implemented in 1341 Gram Panchayaths of 39 ‘Most
Backward Taluks’ as identified in the report of High Power Committee on Regional
Imbalance headed by Dr.Nanjundappa. Under this programmes, it is envisaged to
improve the erstwhile conditions of the rural citizenry and the action will be taken
comprehensively towards this goal. The assistance of Zilla Panchayat, Taluk
Panchayat and Gram Panchayat is being taken in the implementation of this

programme.
PROJECT DESCRIPTION :

The original project cost was of ¥ 600.00 Crores for the five years. At present,
the project cost has been enhanced to X 674.13 Crores due to the fluctuation in the
exchange rate of dollar. The lending instrument is a programmatic loan in the form of
a sector investment credit (SIC) through which IDA is providing additional funds to
the most backward Gram Panchayats. IDA relies on Government of Karnataka’s own
rules and procedures to implement the program including financial management,

reporting and auditing.
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THE MAJOR OBJECTIVES OF THE PROJECT HAVE BEEN LISTED BELOW:

e Build capacity in the 3 tier Panchayat Raj System.

e Improve framework and guidelines for own revenue collection.

e Provide formula-based Block grants to 1341 GPs in 39 ‘Most Backward Talukas’

e Revamp financial management and procurement system.

e Improve the effectiveness of service delivery across a range of services that have
devolved on them under the Karnataka Panchayat Raj Act, 1993 (KPR Act, 1993)

KEY OUTCOMES:

e Efficacy of larger united grants to be used in accordance with local priorities;

e Revamped financial management and procurement system for GPs;

e Monitoring of service delivery performance at the GP level (e.g.rural drinking
water, education, participatory planning, financial management, capacity
building);

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THE DETAILS OF THE VARIOUS ACTIVITIES TAKEN UP UNDER GRAM SWARAJ PROJECT:

PROJECT FORMULATION:

Grama Panchayats have to prepare perspective plan for the project period
giving the details of sectorwise activities, aimed at providing services to the local
people. The Grama panchayat can take up any activity identified by them and
approved in the Ward :Gram Sabha. These activities should conform to functions
devoted to GPs in Section 58 and Schedule 1 of the Karnataka Panchayat Raj Act,
1993 and activities listed in the Activity Mapping.

BLOCK GRANTS TO GRAM PANCHYATS:

Under the Component - A, project has financed Block grants of 1341 GPs in
39 ‘Most Backward Talukas’ for the financial years 2006-07; 2007-08; 2008-09;
2009-10 and 2010-11 for an amount of ¥ 6.00 lakhs, ¥ 8.00 lakhs, ¥ 10.00 lakhs,
% 8.00 lakhs and ¥ 6.00 lakhs respectively. The disbursements to the GPS are made
according to the parameters such as, population, Area, SC : ST population literacy
rate etc. The GPs will be eligible for the second installment release after they have
implemented the schemes according to the Action Plan they prepare and produce
the Utilization Certificate for the funds released. From the inception of the project ¥
559.86 Crores have been released as block grants out of which ¥ 461.28 Crores

have been spent.
CAPACITY BUILDING:

To Strengthen the Capacity of the panchayat Raj Institutions, it is proposed to
build Samarthya Soudhas in 175 Taluka centers (Training Centers) at an estimated
cost ¥ 16-25 lakhs per Samarthya Soudha. Training is conducted to Elected
Representatives, Officer : Staff of Rural Development & Panchayat Raj and other
related departments, self Help Groups, Anganawadi workers and Health Workers in
these Samarthya Soudhas. Construction of 156 Samarthya Soudhas has been
completed. Action has been taken to complete remaining 15 Samarthya Soudha
buildings as soon as possible. For this cause, a sum of ¥ 31.95 Crores has been
utilized so far out of ¥ 34.79 Crores released.
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Apart from this, ¥ 1.824 lakhs has been released from Gram Swaraj for the
purchase furniture and other fixatures required for the training in the completed
Samarthya Soudha Buildings. About ¥ 3.02 Crores has been released to the
implementing agencies and sum of ¥ 2.06 crores has been utilized.

IMPLEMENTATION OF KARNATAKA PANCHAYAT RAJ (GP Accounting &
Budgeting) RULES 2006:

According to these Rules all the Accounts of GPs will be maintained in Double
entry system. Services of Chartered Accountant firms were taken in all the districts of
the state to assist Gram Panchayats for the maintenance of their accounts as per

new Rules. Gram Swaraj is aiming for the successful implementation of these rules.

ACCOUNTING SOFTWARE FOR THE MAINTENANCE OF GP ACCOUNTING
RULES:

According to the Karnataka Panchayat Raj (GP Accounting Rules 2006,
panchatantra — Accounting software has been developed with the help of NIC,
Bangalore to computerize the accounts of Gram Panchayats. World bank has
appreciated the work mode of the ‘Panchatantra’ and Government of India has
awarded Gold Medal and citation to panchatantra for developing accounting software
and implementing the same in GPs.

SPECIAL ACTIVITIES FOR THE GPs CAPACITY DEVELOPMENT UNDER THE
SCHEME:

Various training modules are being implemented by Abdul Nazeer Saab State
Institute for Rural Development to strengthen work capacity of the 1341 GPs of 39
taluks coming under the Gram Swaraj Scheme, provide information about the
services delivered by the panchayats to the local people and increase the
participation of people in ward sabhas and gram sabhas. The scheme also
disseminates information to the rural people through media campaign like News
Papers, Radio and Television, and through Kalajaths Programme.
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ENVIRONMENTAL FRAMEWORK FOR PANCHAYATS.

To protect the environment during implementation of developmental works at
countryside under this project, an Environmental guidelines have been issued and

followed strictly.

FINANCIAL & PHYSICAL PROGRESS UNDER THE PROJECT:

The reports regarding the Financial and Physical progress achieved for the
funds released under the Gram Swaraj Project is made available under online

monitoring information system.

The total Project cost of Gram Swaraj is ¥ 674.13 Crores out of which
% 649.12 Crores was provided as budget provision. The amount released to the
implementing officers as at the end of March 2013 was ¥ 628.41 Crores in total for
taking up various activities and ¥ 524.29 Crores have been utilized since inception of
the project to achieve progress under various activities. Among the target of 52400
works, the physical progress achieved under the project is 51596 wherein works are

completed for the development of rural infrastructure in rural areas.

ESTABLISHMENT OF SATELLITE BASED TRAINING CENTRE SAT-COM:

Action has been taken to establish another 5 SATCOM — Sub Centers in
Davanagere, Dharwad, Gulbarga, Bangalore and Mangalore under this project in
resemblance with the satellite studio established at Abdul Nazeer Sab Institute of
Rural Development for the State, Mysore. Civil and acoustic works are completed of
all these SATCOMs. Installation of equipments of these centers is under progress.
% 194.14 lakhs have been spent for the construction of civil and acoustic works.
TALUK RESOURCE CENTRE:

For the effective implementations of the Gram Swaraj Project and to achieve
expected purpose of the schemes, Taluk Resource Centres are established for each
taluk coming under the project. Services of three consultants are extracted in the
TRC for Social Organization, Accounts Management and computerization and
information management system. These consultants act as a bridge between
villages and the taluks in implementation of the Gram Swaraj Project.
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The details of the Financial and physical progress under the project from the

year 2006-07 to 2012-13 are given in the table below:

Overall the concept of Gram Swaraj is first of its kind in the country, which is

experimentally implemented in the State. Based on the success of this project, the

World Bank intends to extend the scheme to other states of the country. With regard

to the State, GS project is a latest experiment which enables to strengthen the 1341

villages under the PRIs and supports them to come out of the label of ‘Backward

Taluks’.

Gram Swaraj has helped the PRIs to achieve success in maintenance and

management of GPs Finance and Records, Computerization, Substantial increase in

self-resources, encouraging participation of people in PR system and enlightening

the public about the same, and reforms in services rendered by the PRIs to the

public etc.
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6. KARNATAKA PANCHAYAT RAJ SYSTEM
6.1 PANCHAYAT RAJ ELECTION & MEMBERS:

Karnataka Panchayath Raj Act 1993 came into effect from 10-05-1993 and 3
tiers of Panchayath Raj viz., Zilla Panchayath, Taluk Panchayath and Grama
Panchayath work accordingly. A total number of 5627 Grama Panchayaths, 176
Taluks and 30 Districts are in existence. Elections are held once in 5 years to the
Panchayath Raj Institutions.The last Elections to the Zilla and Taluk Panchayaths
were held during December 2010 and to the Grama Panchayaths during May 2010.

The total number of Elected Members in Grama Panchayaths are 90635 of
which 39020 are Women Members, 16863 are SC Members, 9842 ST Members
and 30091 belong to Backward Class and the rest i.e. 33839 belong to General
Category.

The total number of Elected Members in Taluk Panchayaths are 3659 of
which 2018 are Women Members, 674 are SC Members, 247 ST Members and 750
belong to Backward Class and the rest i.e. 1888 belong to General Category.

The total number of Elected Members in Zilla panchayaths are 1013 of which
539 are Women Members, 186 are SC Members, 86 ST Members and 225 belong
to Backward Class and the rest i.e., 516 belong to General Category.

It is released in ratio of 10 : 20 : 70 (ZP : TP : GP) to all the Panchayat Raj
Institutions. Government of India has allocated and released General Basic Grants
amounting to ¥ 881.55 Crores. These funds are released under Heads of Account
2515-00-196-6-09 (ZP), 2515-00-197-6-09 (TP), 2515-00-198-6-09 (GP).

State Huzur Treasury and within 10 days where there is inaccessible banking

infrastructure through State Bank of Mysore, and Axis Bank, Bangalore.

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6.2.2 STATUTORY GRANTS:

During the year 2012-13 Statutory Grants to the Grama Panchayath have
been enhanced from ¥ 6.00 lakhs to ¥ 8.00 lakhs and from ¥ 8.00 to ¥ 10.00 lakhs to
Grama Panchayaths having a population of 8000 and above. 4845 Grama
Panchayaths are having a population of less than 8000 and 782 Grama
Panchayaths are having a population of more than 8000. Accordingly
¥ 497.16 Crores had been provided under Head of Account 2515-00-198-1-07
(Plan), out of which ¥ 465.80 Crores has been released on a quarterly basis. All the
4 installments have been released. 60% of the funds are to be used for payment of
Electricity dues and 40% of the funds for the payment of salaries to Grama
Panchayath Staff.

6.2.3 BACKWARD REGIONS GRANT FUND

Government of India has established The Backward Region Grant Fund to
remove the regional imbalance. The objective of the scheme is to provide the
financial assistance to the developmental activities of the identified regions. Basically
this grants is being for the following activities for which the guidelines have been

issued.

e To provide local infrastructure facilities and bridge the gap between the other
developmental actitivies.
e To build the capacity of the Panchayat Raj Institutions to work actively towards

the implementation of the scheme and provide them the skills of implementation.

Six districts have been identified namely Gulbarga, Yadagiri, Bidar,
Chitradurga, Raichur and Davanagere in the State to implement this scheme. The
scheme is of 5 years. The total outlay of the scheme is ¥ 550.00 Crores and for this
financial year ¥ 130.10 Crores has been provided. ¥ 595.00 Crores has been

provided under 12" 5 Year Plan for this scheme.

For the year 2012-13, ¥ 101.54 Crores has been released by the Central
Government as shown in the Table — 38. The Cabinet Committee on Economic

Affairs (CCEA) has approved 22 districts during this financial year out of which
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Yadagiri is one of them. In view of this, the provision for Yadagiri District is ¥ 17.22
Crores and Gulbarga ¥ 25.76 Crores and the revised action plan has been submitted

to Government of India.

Untied Grants of ¥ 2.00 Crore per Taluk Panchayath has been provided under
the Head of Account 2515-00-197-1-07 (Lumpsum). For the year 2012-13. % 176.00
Crores was provided for this. Accordingly, the total amount has been released to all
the Taluk Panchayaths during the year 2012-13. These funds are to be utilized for
the developmental works in the Taluk Panchayaths.
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6.2.6 Honorarium to Zilla and Taluk Panchayath Members

A Government Order has been issued in accordance with the budget speech
for the year 2011-12 enhancing the Honorarium to Zilla Panchayath Adhyaksha to
T 3000, Upadhyaksha T 2250, and Members to ¥ 1500 and Honorarium of
Taluk Panchayath Adhyaksha, Upadhyaksha and the Members was also enhanced
to ¥ 2250, ¥ 1500 and X 750 respectively.

6.2.7 SCHEME OF EMPOWERMENT OF ELECTED WOMEN REPRESENTATIVE:

Ministry of Panchayath Raj, Government of India, United Nations Women
(UN Women), New Delhi and Rural Development and Panchayath Raj Department,
Government of Karnataka have signed a Project Implementation Agreement on
14" September 2011. The Programme was tentatively titled “Promoting Women’s
Political Leadership and Governance in India and South Asia”.

The main aim of the Programme is to empower and enhance equal political
participation of women in Panchayath Raj Institutions and to increase the Capacity
Building, Promote Gender Equality and Social Justice. It is a process that promotes
and sustains the ability of women to fully participate in Governance and
Development Process. Under this programme the elected women representatives
are also encouraged to make public policies in Local Government and to strengthen
them politically, socially, financially and also to promote them with leadership
qualities. Various activities have been proposed in the Work Plan of the UN Women
Project. Elected Women Representatives are encouraged to raise Women related

issues in the Ward : Mahila and Grama Sabhas to overcome these problems.

The said Programme is implemented in 3 districts viz., Mysore, Dharwad and
Uttara Kannada. Abdul Nazeer Sab State Institute for Rural Development, Mysore is
the nodal agency for the implementation of the Capacity Building Programme as well
as providing training. A special name “Sampoorana” has been given in Karnataka.

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e Sanitation and Health
e |egal Advocacy
e Environment

e Livelihood

District Project Officers have been appointed by UN Women to facilitate by
District Administration to hold the Grama Sabhas .

Mysore:

100 GPs have been identified. Out of the 50 motivators to be appointed 42
have selected. They, in turn, have been trained by ANSSIRD. Grama :Mahila :Ward
Sabhas have been chalked out from December 2012 to June 2013

Dharwad:

100 GPs have been identified. 50 motivators have been appointed. Training to
the motivators have been provided by District Training Institute, Dharwad. Grama :
Mahila : Ward Sabhas have been chalked out from December 2012 to June 2013

Uttara Kannada:

District Project Officer has been recruited and the selection of motivators in
under progress.

An amount of ¥ 81,13,080 has been released to the State by UN Women,
New Delhi has first installment. These fund have been released Online to the
respective Bank Accounts in the ratio of 20:20:20 to ANSSIRD, Dharwad and
Mysore districts.
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6.2.8 COMPUTERIZATION OF ZP / TP ACCOUNTS.

Computerization of ZP / TP accounts was implemented under the supervision
of the Finance Department till 2008-09. According to the decision taken by the
Steering Committee chaired by the Principal Secretary of the FD, computeristion of
ZP / TP Accounts was transferred to Rural Development & Panchayat Raj
Depertment from 01.04.2009. A budget provision of ¥ 235.00 lakhs was allocated for
computeristion of ZP / TP Accounts during the year 2012-13 out of which I 46.30
Lakhs has been spent as at the end of March 2013.

The Accounts Software developed by M/s CMC Ltd., is being implemented in
all the 30 ZPs. Currently all the ZPs are preparing Monthly and Annual Accounts
using this software. The Accounts of the ZPs for the years 2008-09, 2009-10,
2010-11, 2011-12 and 2012-13 were prepared with the help of this software. The
delay in submission of Monthly and Annual Accounts of ZPs to the C&AG has been
reduced considerably after the implementation of this project. To provide technical
assistance to all the ZPs in preparing Monthly and Annual Accounts the ‘Help-Desk’
Services of M/s CMC Ltd.,has been extended. The development of TP Accounts

Software by NIC is under progress.

6.2.9 ABDUL NAZEER SAAB STATE INSTITUTE FOR RURAL DEVELOPMENT:

TRAINING FOR CAPACITY BUILDING:

The Abdul Nazeer Sab State Institute for Rural Development (ANSSIRD) is
successfully conducting training programmes for elected representatives of GP, TP,
ZP; Officers & Employees under the PRIs about the schemes implemented by the
government. The institute is also conducting training about the RTI, Women
Empowerment, Double Entry System under the GP Accounting Rules-2006 and
schemes implemented under the BRGF grants to the Presidents, Secretaries of GPs
and other Officers.

State Institute of Rural Development was established in 1989 and began its

activities under the auspices of Administrative Training Institute and has grown in a
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phased manner considerably gaining recognition at the National level. Usage of
modern technology, i.e. satellite based training programme, the institute is offering
training to elected representatives of Panchayat Raj institutions, officers of the Rural
Development Department, Bank officers, representatives of NGOs and others
related to development related community. The Institute normally offers 50 - 60
training programmes annually, catering to about 20 - 30 participants in each
programme. ANSSIRD offers training programmes for the elected representatives of
Panchayat Raj Institutions (PRIs), functionaries of line departments, NGOs and

Rural Credit institutions.

Satellite Training Centres (SATCOM):

With the technical support of the Department of space, Government of India
and ISRO, Satcom Centre, set up at a cost of approximately *.427.00 lakhs, has an
earth station and extended INSAT 3BC — band transmitter with one way video and
two way audio link. The institute can offer training simultaneously through 285
receiving stations in 176 taluks of the State including District Training Institutes &
Educational Institutions (District Institute of Education Training). The Institute is
successfully using the facility and also provides the facility to other Government
departments and institutions at nominal user charges to conduct their training

programmes as under:

a) I 5000 :hr for the departments of Health & Family; Primary & Higher Education;
Agriculture; Women & Child Welfare and Rural Development & Panchayat Raj,
which have supported to establish ANSSIRD.

b) ¥ 7500 :hr for Non-Contributary Institutions.

c) ¥ 10000 :hr for Boards, Corporations, and Externally aided Projects.

With the operationalisation of the SATCOM centre in 2002-03 ANSSIRD has
adopted modern training methods & techniques. Apart from satellite based training,
the institute also conducts face-face training programmes. More than 36 Training

modules are created for conducting these trainings.
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6.2.10 KARNATAKA VIKASA MONTHLY MAGAZINE:

Karnataka Vikasa is a monthly journal published by the Department of Rural
Development and Panchayat Raj. The Director Planning and Monitering Cell of RD &
PR is the Chief Editor and the Publisher of this magazine.

This journal is mainly devoted to the publication of articles related to the Rural
Development and schemes meant for upliftment of backward classes, Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes. Special importance is given to publish the
developmental works implemented by the Zilla Panchayats, Taluk Panchayats and
Gram Panchayats. Important circulars and orders issued by the Government with

regard to the above are published to reach the public.

Every month, 26000 copies of the journal are being printed and circulated at
free of cost to each Zilla Panchayat and Officials, three copies to each Taluk
Panchayats :Gram Panchayats, single copy to each Heads of the Departments, two
copies for Public Libraries and one copy for individual subsribers.

With regard to Department of Rural Development and Panchayat
Raj 1,59,989 applications have been received and 1,48,230 applications have been
disposed off. (92.65%)

7.2 Rajeev Gandhi Panchayat Sashaktikaran Abhiyan (RGPSA)

A new Scheme called Rajiv Gandhi Panchayat Sashaktikaran Abhiyan which
is an amalgamation of the earlier Government of India Schemes of PEAIS,
PMEYSA, E-panchayat and Capacity Building component of BRGF seeks to focus
on improving governance and delivery of services at the Gram Panchayat level. It is
a Centrally Sponsored Scheme and will be implemented in the State from 2013-14

onwards with a budgetary provision of . 20 Crores (State Share), annual allocation
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for Karnataka is %. 100 crores. The sharing pattern is 75:25. The RGPSA scheme
seeks to strengthen the Panchayat Raj Institutions to deliver the mandates of the
73rd Constitutional Amendment, improve delivery of services, enhance citizen
participation, create mechanaisms to enable citizen access to information and
function effectively as autonomous units of local self governance. In RGPSA action
will be taken to make Gram Sabhas function effectively as the grassroot forum for
people's participation in good governance and to increase efficiency, promote
accountability and transparency through a Charter of Mandatory disclosures in the
three tier panchayat institutions. Office of the District Ombudsman will be created
and functionalised in all districts.

There are 95307 elected Panchayat Raj representatives of which 41,577 are
women and 17,723 SC members and 10,275 ST members. For effective
administration and service delivery it is essential that appropriate knowledge and
skills are imparted to all the elected representatives and all functionaries. In
RGPSA at least five days of face to face capacity building programmes will be held
this year for all PRI elected representatives and functionaries in the Taluka
Samarthya Soudhas. It is also proposed to start a Helpline and Web Portal to
facilitate dialogue, discussion and feedback among all the PRI stakeholders. The
Taluka Samarthya Soudhas will be strengthened through separate institutional staff.
A State Panchayat Resource Centre will be started to provide resource institution
support to ANSSIRD.

OBJECTIVES:

1. Enhance Capacities and effectiveness of Panchayats and the Gram Sabhas;

2. Enable democratic decision-making and accountability in Panchayats and
promote people’s participation.

3. Strengthen the Institutional structure for knowledge creation and capacity
