The DGO has taken a contention that, the complainant was due to paj} the
“property tax and a shop license fee, therefore, he demanded complainant to pay the
property tax and shop license fee and not demanded any bribe amount. The DGO has
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 produced the Assessment register extract Ex.D1, tax collection receipts Ex.D2 and
D3.But the DGO has not produced any demand notices..issued to complainant and
Smt.Ramanibai. Even if the property tax. and shop license fee is due that has to be’
 recovered as the land Revenue by issuing the demand notices. For that reason, DGO
" cannot-with hold .the payment to the beneficiary. Though PW1 in the' further cross
‘examination the complainant admitted that, as demanded by DGO he paid Rs.2100/- to.
him. The shadow witness has clearly deposed regarding the demand and receipt of bribe
amount made by the DGO. The attitude of PW1 and PW5 clearly show that, the DGO

- has won over them. Therefore the contention of the DGO that, he refused to received

Rs.2100/- pushed the money- back, then the complamant forc1bly kept the money in the
bag cannot e dccepted. If the DGO had nof touchéd the money his hand wash would
"not have turned irito pink color. The DGO is B. Com graduate and was. working as
Secretary. Being a prudent man, he would have not allowed the complamant to keep the - -
: money into his bag - - : '
