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Complaint filed by Sri. S.B.Nayak, Taluk President, Bharati Prajasatatmaka Yuva

Jana Federation, Goudur Post, Lingasaguru Taluk, Raichur District (hereinafter reftered
to as ‘complainant’ for short) against Sri. Sushil Kumar, the Panchayath Development
Officer, Goudur Gram Panchayath, Lingasaguru Taluk, Raichur District (hereinafter
reffered to as Respondent No.1) alleging misconduct, an investigation was taken up after
invoking Section 9 of Karnataka Lokayukta Act, 1984.

According to the Complainant:

Respondent No.l has misappropriated crores of rupees released under MGNREGA
Scheme. In the social audit report dt: 16.12.2013 amount misappropriated by the
Respondent No.1 has been brought out. Respondent No.l has drawn amount of the
beneficiaries who were not construction the houses and he has not issued cheques to
the beneficiaries directly. Inspite of complaint against Respondent No.1 no action has
been taken.

Report was called for from the S.P. Karnataka Lokayukta Raichur on the complaint.
S.P. has submitted report dt:14.03.2016 enclosing the report dt: 17.08.2016 of police
Inspector, Karnataka Lokayukta, raichur (I.O. for short). The report of 1.O. is that
allegations have been made prime facie and D. Sushilkumar, PDO Respondent No.1,
Sri.Kariyappa Kanakeri-Manager RDDC Bank, Lingasugur and Sri. Basanagowda,
Chief Executive, (Secretary) of Primary Cooperative Society, Goududuru are
responsible for the illegalities committed.

After receiving the report of 1.O. Sri. Kariyappa Kanikeri Manager RDDC Bank,
Lingasugur and Basanagowda, Chief Executive, (Secretary) of Primary Cooperative
Society, Gouduru have been impleaded as Respondent Nos. 2 and 3 and copy of the



- report-of 1.O. was sent to Respondent NOs. 1 to 3 for their comments.' Respondent
~Nos. -1 and 2 have.submitted -comments. Respondent NO. 3 has not submitted
comments though he has received the letter.

Respondent No.l has submitted comments stating that there is no report about
misappropriation of amount in the social audit report. The report is only that the
quality of work executed is not satisfactory and file is not been maintained properly.
That he could not be maintained the files properly for want of staff and he was in
additional charge of ther two or three Panchayath. Amount of Rs. 75,000/- has been
paid to beneficiary Smt.Yamanavva through cheque and she has received benefit
under two schemes though she had constructed only one house.

Respondent No.2 has submitted comments stating that the amount has been received
by Smt.Yamanavva and she has also given letter to that effect and therefore he has
not committed any illegalities.

The report of 1.0 and documents collected during investigation show that;

a. Social Audit report for that period from 01.10.2013 to 31.03.2014 show that

64 works have been executed and out of them there are deficiencies in works

-at SI.Nos.1 to 12. Said works are of substandered, work has been done twice

-in-same land, machine-has been used for road-maintenance -work; removing

silt from canal and amount has been drawn by showing old works and amount
has been drawn for planting without planting.

b. Cash book has not been maintained properly and grant amount has been spent
without maintaining accounts.

¢. An amount of Rs.15,000/- through cheqghue dt: 12.11.2012, Rs.20,000/-
through cheque dt: 13.11.2012 has been paid to RDCC Bank, Lingasugur by
Respondnent No.1 Sri Susheelkumar but there is no entry in disbursement
register and signature of benefiaries have not been obtained for paid the said
amount.

d. Beneficiary Yamanavva is having A/C No.310725 in RDCC Bank,
Lingasugur, but amount has not been credited to her account by Kariyappa
Kanakeri. Respondent No.2. But the amount has been credited to A/C No.42
of Primary Agriculture Credit Cooperative Society Ltd. Goudur.

e. There is no proper account for cheque No.9601, 96122, 96068, 96086 and
160687 for Rs. 95,000/- and Respondent No.1 has failed to explain about the
said cheques.

In view of the report of 1.O. comments submitted by Respondent No.l is not
acceptable to drop the proceedings against him.

Respondent No.2 has explained that amount has been paid to beneficiary
Yamanavva. He has produced affidavit Yamanavva of Yamanavva dt: 05.07.2016. In
the affidavit Yamanavva has stated that amount has been paid to her through cheques
No0.96091 dt: 12.11.2012 for 15,000/- Ch.No. 96122 dt:12.11.2012 for Rs.20,000/-
and Ch.No.9606 dt: 13.11.2012 for Rs.20,000/- through Primery Agriculture Credit
Cooperative Society Ltd. Goudur. Since amount has been paid to Yamanavva
through cheques no liability can be fixed on Respondent No.2 and 3.
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
