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“Sri. Arundutt, Grafn Panchayath Secretary, Ulwadi Gram

Panchayath, Chintamani Taluk, Chikkaballapur District demanded and
accepted a bribe of Rs.3,000/- and VAT 69 Whisky bottle on 22-03-2010
from complainant Sri. G.N.Ramesh 'S/o late Nareppa,. jirayti,
Gopasandra, Chintamani Taluk, Chikkaballapur District for rectifying the
boundry of his site measuring 30*40 feet in house list bearing No. 559-6
of Gopasandra Village in the name of his father as the complainant was
informed that the boundaries of the side site have been cancelled in
Form No.9 and 10 of the register, that is for doing an official act.and
Theréby DGO failed to maintain absolute integrity besides devotion to
duty and committed an act which is unbecoming of a Government
servant and-thus you are guilty of misconduct under Rule 3(1)(i) to (iii)
of KCS (Conduct) Rules 1966”. |
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10. In thls case, the allegations made agamgt the DGO is that he had
demanded PW-1 to pay bribe along with a hquor bottle to rectify the
anomaly in respect of the boundaries of the property of PW-1 in the
Panchayath records. DGO during cross examination of PW-1 has not
denied the fact that PW-1 had approached him for rectifying the
boundaries of his property in the khata book Maintained in the
Panchayath. The DGO has also not attributed any malafide intension
to PW-1 to falsely implicate him in a criminal case. The DGO has
also not disputed the fact that at the time of trap he received
Rs.3.000/- from PW-1 and later the same was seized in his house.
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The defence taken by the DGO is that: PW-1 was known to him and .-
he had requested PW-1 for loan and the amount
received from PW-1 at the time of trap is in respect of the said loan
transaction. Abselutely there is no evidence on record to show that
the DGO had requested the complainant for loan. On the other hand,
the evidence of PW-1 shows that work of the PW-1 was pending with
the DGO. It is significant to-note that the: DGO had received VAT-69
liquor bottle along with the bait amount from PW-1 at the time of
trap. If really the DGO had received the bait amount as loan from
PW-1 then there is no explanation why he received liquor bottle from
PW-1 at the time of trap. Therefore, the defence taken by the DGO
that the amount received by him from the complainant at the time of .

_trap was only loan amount ‘and not brlbe cannot be accepted. The

evidence of PW-2 who was a panch witness to the entrustment
proceedings as well as trap proceedings clearly shows that
complainant had told the police officer that the DGO was demanding
liquor bottle along With the bribe amount and therefore police officer

“sent a Jiquor bottle in addition to the bait amount with the

complainant to trap the DGO.

After careful scrutiny of the evidence of PW-1 and 2 and also
admission of the DGO about receipt of the bait amount and liquor
bottle from PW-1 at the time of trap, I am of the view that there is
clear and convincing evidence on record to show that the DGO had
demanded and- accepted bribe both in the form of cash as well as in
kind when trap was arranged by police. After careful scrutiny of the
oral and-documentary evidence produced by the presenting officer, I
am of-the view that absolutely there is no reason or ground to
disbelieve or to discard_.‘ the oral evidence given by PW-land 2.
Therefore, 1 hold that disciplinary authority successfully proved the
charge framed against the DGO 1n this case. :

After examining the evidence produced by the dlSClphnary authority
in the case, I am of the view that the disciplinary authority has clearly
proved that the DGO, while working as Secretary, Utwadi Gram

~Panchayath, Chikkaballapur District had demanded the complainant

Sti G N Ramesh to pay bribe of Rs.3,000/- and a liquor bottle in
order to rectity the boundaries of the property belongings to the
complainant and then he again and demanded and accepted the bribe

“amount and liquor bottle at the time of trap. Therefore, the DGO had
failed to maintain absolute integrity and devotion to duty and he has

- committed grave: official misconduct, as defined under Rule 3(i) to
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(iii) of the KCS (Conduct) Rules 1957 and hence 1 have answered

the point formulated above in the AFFIRMATIVE.
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
