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“you the DGO, Sri Kuthubuddin . S/o Imamsaba Bavakhana while working as
Panchayath Development Officer at Baratagi Grama Panchayathi, Bijapur Taluk and -
- District, Smt. Seetabai the mother of the Complainant namely Sri. Pandu Shankar
Rathod of Hanchinal and his uncle’s daughter namely Kushabai Jadhav sanctioned
with Rs.40,000/- each Baratagi Grama Panchayath for construction of house under
Ashraya Scheme and Smt.Seetabai was due to get third instalment of Rs.15,000/- and
Smt Kushabai Jadhav - was due to get first instalment of Rs.20,000/- and in that
connection the complainant requested you to issue cheque for the above said amounts
and then you asked the Complainant to pay bribe of Rs.1,000/- and on 4/1/2012 took
said-amount of Rs.1,000/- as bribe from the Complainant and failed. to ‘maintain
absolute integrity and devotion to- duty and the act of which was unbecommg ofa
“Government Servant arnd thereby committed misconduct under Ruie 3(1)(i) to (iii) of
KCS(Conduct) Rules, 1966.” : _
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-“41. It is necessary to mention no such ground has been made out by the DGO., for
registering a false case. The report of the FSL marked as per Ex.P-11 remained
undisputed. The overall consideration of the evidence of PWs-1 (o 4 also makes it
very clear with regard to the facts and ciréumstances of the case. It is necessary to
mention the partial hostile evidence. of PWs-1-& 2 itself is also not a ground to
reject the case of the Disciplinary Authority as the suggestions put forth to them
during the course of cross examination by the learned Presenting Officer have been -
admitted. In the case on hand the probabilites itself is sufficient to accept the case
of the Disciplinary Authority. The decision referred to. by the learned- Defence
Counsel is not helpful to exonerate from the charges levelled against the DGO.

42. 1t is necessary to mention the aequittal in Spl.CNo.15/2012 vide judgement
did: 24.01.2015 on the file of the Hon’ble Prl.Sessions. Judge/Spl.Judge at
Vijayapura is also not a ground to reject the case on hand. It is- necessary to
meniion departmental enquiry is being conducted under the provisions of the KCS
(CCA) Rules, 1957 for having committed ‘misconduct as enumerated uider the
provision of KCS (Conduct) Rules, 1966 and there is no question of proof beyond
all reasonable doubt. In_ the case on hand the probabilities itself is sufficient to
accept the case of the Disciplinary Authority. The DGO, by name Sri.Kuthubuddin
is retired from service on 31.05.2013. Sl s iR Gy

43. For the reasons stated above the DGO., being the Government/Public Servant
has failed -to maintain absolute integrity besides devotion to duty and acted in a
manner unbecoming of a Governiient servant. On appreciation of entire oral and
documentary evidence 1 hold that the charges levelled against the DGO., is

established beyond all probabilities. Hence, I answer Point No.l Jin the
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
