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The charges leveled against DGOs 1 & 2 were that, while they were working as
Secretary Grade-2, and Panchayayath Development ~Officer, Harekala Gram
Panchayath, Mangaluru Talk, Dakashina kannada District respectively, an
estimation was prepared to execute the work of construction of storm water drain to
the true of Rs. 80,000/~ for the year 2011-12 However, payment of Rs.62,614/- was
made even without mentioning the measurements in the Measurement Book (MB)
and without even verifying the actual work. Further, DGOs 1 & 2 also made excess
payment to the tune of Rs. 11,911/~ Rs.36,196/- "and Rs.33,464/- totaling to
Rs.81,571/- in respect of three roads which were not executed. Thereby, DGOs 1 & 2
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are responsible for the loss caused to the Tune of Rs. 1,44,185/- to the State
[Exchequer in respect of all the 4 works. As such, both DGOs 1 & 2 failed to maintain
absolute integrity, devotion to duty and rendered themselves as unbecoming of

Government Servant and committed misconduct within the meamng of Rule 3(1) of
Karnataka C1V11 Service (Conduct) Rules 1966.
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" In the Cross Examination ‘made by DGO—I PW2 has deposed that he has not
personally visited the spot for the investigation. He admits that only on the basis of
the documents furnished by Executive Officer, Mangalore Taluk, he has submitted his
report. He denies that if he had personally visited the spot, the truth would have come
out. He has not recorded the statements of DGOs 1 & 2. He does not know that earlier -
to his investigation, the other Assistant Executive Engineer, TA, Karnataka
Lokayukta visited the spot and inspected the works.

Further PW2 admits that the Junior Engmeer has to record the measurement, the
Junior Engineer has to measure the work, Assistant Executive Engineer has to check -
measure the work, then only the bill will be passed in gramsabha and payment will be -

made. He dinies that all the works were done satlsfactorlly and then only payment' :
was. made

~ In the Cross Examination made by DGO- 2 PW2 has deposed that the concerned B
Junior Engineer or Assistant Engineer has to record the measurement of the work
everyday He admits that the DGOs 1 and 2 have no power to record the measurement
book. He does not know whether from the house of Vaddadaguri Ismil’s house to the
house of Althappa Shetty, actually the work done or not. He admits that the Junior
Engineer is the responsible officer to record the work measurement and its cost. He

has not visited the spot to verify the genuineness of the documents furnished by
Executive Officer. :

-Further PW2 denies that thought the Assistant Engmeer and Executive Engineer were
the responsible Officers to record the measurement and its cost in order to safeguard
their interest, he has falsely implicated DGOs in this case. He has not secured the
Photographs of the spots from Executive Officer. He admits that only after the
panchayath passed the resolution, the cheque will be issued. He has not secures the
copy of the Panchayath resolution. He denied that even after knowing the true facts,
he has filed a false report.

DGOs have taken the contention that regarding 1st-work, Ombussman have already
enquired the matter and ordered to recover the amount and accordingly they have not
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furnished any such documents on record to show that they have remitted back the
particular amount to the Government towards the loss caused to State Exchequer

"The evidence of PW2 and his report Exp7 clearly shows that in Harekala Village,
from the house of Vaddadaguri Ismail to the house of Ithappa Shetty, the drainage and
bund work was taken up during the year 2011-12 under MGNREGA scheme at the
cost of Rs.80,000/- but the work was not done. Measurement book was not recorded
payment of Rs.62,614/- was made. In the work from Higher Primary school to
Rajagudde, excess payment of Rs.48,749/- is made, in the work from Aladdka house
to the house of Ganadagatte Hasanabba, the excess payment of Rs. 36,196/- was
made, in the work from the house of Mallarkodi Mundappa to the house of victor
excess payment of Rs. 33,460/- is made. Therefore the total loss caused to State
Exchequer is Rs. 2,25,758/-. This clearly shows that IO has not included the amount
- already remitted back by the DGOs. Now the total excess payment is Rs. 1,44,185/-,
Thereby, the DGOs being the Government servants, failed to maintain absolute

integrity besides devotion to duty and acted in a manner unbecomlng of the
Government servants.
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Having regard to the findings of the Inquiry Officer and also having regard to the
gravity of the misconduct alleged against the DGOs it is hereby recommended to the
Government that, the DGO Shri Maruthi Hanumanthappa Bandivaddar, Secretary,
Grade-2, Harekala Gram Panchayath, Managaluru Taluk, Dakshina kannada District,
be punished with the penalty of “withholding of two annual increments for a
perpetually” in exercise of powers under Rule 8(iii) of the ‘Karnataka Civil Service
(Classification and Appeal ) Rules, 1957 and the DGO Shri Chndrahas, Panchayath
Develpoment Officer, Harekala' Gram Panchayath, Managaluru Taluk, Dakshina
kannada District, who is stated to have retired, be punished with the penalty of
“denial of 05% of pensionary benefit for a period of five years” in exercise of
powers under Rule 214(1)(a) of Karnataka Civil Service Rules.
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
