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“The charge against the DGO is that, while working as Panchayath Developmnet
Officer of Darghasiroor Village Panchayath, Range Forest Officer, and Agriculture
Officer in Raitha Samparka Kendra at Madan Hipparaga — all in Aland Taluka of
Gulbarga District, respectively, they were expected to see plantation of saplings is
“done in Sy.No.70 of Keruru Village of Sri Prakash S\o Mallikarjun Sullad (herein
after referred to as ‘Complainant for short), under ‘National Employment Guarantee
Scheme’ floated by the Central Government. But, without such plantation, they have
claimed and drawn Rs.44,820/- on bogus bills and misappropriated the same, and
thereby committed misconduct under Rule 3(1)(1) to (iii) of KCS (Conduct) Rules
1966”.
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It is the case of Disciplinary Authority that these DGO’s who were entrusted
with formation of Agro forestry in the land of the complainant bearing Sy. No.70
situated Keruru Village under Mahathama Gandhi National Rural employment
guarantee (MGNREG) scheme, the DGOs. without actually planting in the land of
the complainant by creating. bogus bills in respect of planting drawn an amount of
Rs.44,820/- and misappropriation it. ‘

To substantiate the same. presehting office ‘rellied oh--the-evi.dcnce of PW 1
complainant Sri Prakash Mallikarjuna Sullad. According to PW1, he has got the.
land bearing Sy.No. 70 at Keroor Village. Under Mahathama Gandhi National

Rural employment guarantee (MGNREG), the DGO’s took up planting in his land

under Agro forestry (farm Forestry) DGO’s without planting on the basis of bogus
. bills created by them, drawn an amount of Rs. 44,820/-. In that regard, he filed the
~ complaint as per Ex P1 and identify his signature on form I and IT . Further PW.1

says that the Dy. S.P Karnataka Lokayukta, Gulbarga visited his land and made the

- spot inspection, took the Photographs. According to PW 1, DGO’s who were bound

to implement the Government schemes but failed to do so.

Under the circumstances, I find defence set by DGO’s that they dig the pits -
but not planted the cut at its root. When there is no acknowledgements from the said
s0 called coolies for having received the wages as noted in Ex P6, then an advance
inference has to be drawn that“the contention' of the DGO’s that they has to be
drawn that the contention of the DGO’s admit withdrawal of Rs, 44,820 through
cheque No.14146 dated 15.07.2011 non dispersal  of the said amount to the
beneficiaries lead to draw an inference that the asid amount is misappropriated.
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I have gone through the cross examination offered to PW2, nothing 1s
extracted in his cross examination. It is the quality of evidence that is important not -
the quantity. DGO’s have not disputed Ex P6, they have not disputed Ex P3,
photographs They admit the withdrawal of the amount referred to above. No where
in the answer to questionnaires DGO’s stated the names of the coolies, number of
coolies, number of coolies whose services they alleged to have availed, for how
many days. So in absence of such satisfactory answers by the DGO. I find the-

unimpeachable evidence now placed by- the d1501plmary authority is jllSt and
sufficient to prove the charge. -
