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“That DGO Sri Maheshwarappa while working as Secretary,

Gram Panchayath, Anveri, Badravathi Taluk, Shimoga District in
collusion with one Sri. M.E.Malleshappa, in spite of objections of the
other interested parties copartners to the property bearing No.l
measuring 380%220 yards situated at Agradahalli, Holehonnur Hobli,
Agradahalli Gram Panchayath limits changed the Khata of the said
property by taking huge bribe in the name of Sri. M.E.Malleshappa
without the consent of his brother, co-partners, the interested parties.
Thereby, you DGO being a Government Servant failed to maintain
absolute integrity besides devotion to duty and acted in a manner
unbecoming of a Government Servant and thus committed misconduct as
enumerated U/R 3(1) of Karnataka Civil Service (Conduct) Rules 1966”.
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8. Thereis a speciﬁc al]qgation made by the complainant who is examined
as PW1 that his father Sri. Eshwarappa owned property bearing No.1
measuring 380%220 ft in which there was a rice mill, granary, water
tank, paddy wasp and residential quarters for the coolies. His parents
had 4 sons and 5 daughters. The property stood in the joint name of Sri.
Eshwarappa and his sons at the beginning. His father died in the year
1994. After the death of his father, the heirs were to be brought on
record with respect to said property. But somehow brother of this
complainant Sri Malleshappa managed to get entered the name of only
his mother Smt. Rudramma. then took one alleged gift deed from his
mother and in collusion with the reapondent/DGO he got entered his
name alone at MR No.26/2004-05. The names of other interested parties
namely the complainant, his other brothers were not brought on record.

9. To substantiate the said complaint, complainant examined himself as
PW1 and he got marked Ex P1 to P8. PW1 has categorically stated that
the property No.1 was his ancestral joint family property which stood in
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the name of his father and his 4 sonssincluding the complainant. After
the death of his father in 1994, all the heirs were to be brought on record
as they are the interested parties. But somehow the brother of the
complainant Sri. Malleshappa managed to get entered the name of his
mother Smt. Rudramma alone . Then on the basis of aome concocted
gift deed, got entered his name to the said property in active collusion
with the DGO, who was then Secretary of Annavari Gram Panchayath in
Badravath1 Taluk where this property is situated.

10. Though this PW1 objected for entering the name of his brother Sti.

Malleshappa alone, DGO didi not consider. the same. With ulterior

motive and by taking illegal gratifications, DGO entered the name of Sri =

Malleshappa alone inspite of objections raised by their mother Smit.
Rudramma. Hence, he filed a complaint as per Ex P1. Ex P2 is the
affidavit, Ex P3 is the extract of the mutation register pertaining to
No.1/83-84 which shows the names of.Sri. Eswarappa including his 4
sons. Ex P4 is the comments filed by the respondent, Ex P5 is the
assessment list extract for the year 2003 to 2007 which shows the names
of Sri. Eswarappa and his 4 sons. Ex P6 the demand extract register for
the year 2006 shows only the name of Smt. Rudramma. The other heirs
namely the 4 sons names disappeared. Ex P8 the house tax register
extract for the year 2006-07 at MR No.12-show only the name of Sri
Malleshappa,. brother of the complainant. Of course, EX P7 is the
rejoined filed by the complainant with respect to the comments of the
respondent :

The entry made in the public records clearly shows that the deputed ;
property No.l is the ancestral joint family property of the complainant,
his brothers, his mother and his father. The record show elrlier the said
propetty stood in the name of Sri. Eswarappa and his 4 sons including
the complainant and one Sri Malleshappa. After the death of :Sri
Malleshapp, DGO managed to enter the name of only Smt. Rudramma
w/o Sri. Eswarappa without causing any notice to the interested parties
like 'the complainant. Then it appears on the basis of some gift deed

~ executed by Smt. Rudramma name of only Sri Malleshappa entered by

the DGO. DGO, who was the secretary then ought to have caused notice
to the interested parties. He would have placed the petition filed by Smt.
Rudramma before the Gram Sabha for passing resolution. No such steps
were taken by the DGO.

The evidence of PWI1 clearly discloses DGO acted arbitrarily in
collusion with the brother of the complainant Sri Malleshappa and
entered the name of only Sri Malleshappa to the joint family property.

The evidence of PW1 finds full corroboration with the contents of the
documents reffered to above which came into existence during the
relevant period when DGO was working as Secretary of Gram
Panchayath. No Cross examination os offered to this PW1 by the DGO.
It is the quality of evidence that is more important than that of the
quantity. Men may lie, but not the documents. The documents reffered to
above clearly discloses the arbitrary act of the DGO in entering the name
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of only Sri Malleshappa, brother of the complainant alone discarding the
interest of the other brothers and the mother of the complainant.

14.The evidence of PWI remained unchallenged. There is nothing to
discard the swofn testimony of PW1 which appears to be natural, cogent
and consistant.

15. Under the Circumstances, I find there is sufficient material placed by the
Disciplinary ~Authority to prove the charge against the DGO.
Accordingly, I answer to point No.1 in Affirmative.
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
