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1) An investigation was taken up under Section 9 of the Karnataka Lokayukta Act,
‘on the basis of complaint filed by Shri. Siddalingaswamiji. K., Shri. Karuneshwar
Math, Andola, Jewargi Taluk, Kalaburagi District ( hereinafter referred to- as: 3
‘complainant’ for short) against (1) Shri- Rajashekar S/o Basavanneppa NelOgi,‘ :

. Panchayath. Development Officer, Kellor Grama Panchayath, Jewargi Taluk,
‘Kalaburagi District, (2) Smt. Chandamma Bheemaraya Tanikedkar, the then.
President” of Grama Panchayath, Kellor, Jewargi Taluk, Kalaburgi Dlstrlct‘ :
~ (hereinafter referred to as ‘respondents 1 to 3 respectively’ for short).

2) The complainant has alleged that the Respondents have mlsapproprlated funds in
the matter of execution of work relating to providing irrigation facilities to farmers
under SC/ST scheme in the year 2011 upto 2013.

3) The matter was referred for investigation to Deputy Superintendént of Police’
~ Karnataka Lokayukta, Kalaburgi. The Deputy Superintendent of Pohce has
submitted report dated 1/07/2014 as follows:-
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The report of the Deputy Superlntendent of Police is vague He has not Verlﬁed
the documents to ascertain whether the aforesaid amount against each beneficiary

was spent for the purpose of providing irrigation facilities.

The Respondents 1 & 2 have not offered comments. The Respondent 3 is reported

to be dead. The Respondent should have submitted records to show that there was
no misappropriation of funds.

On 19/2/2014, the ombudsmen, lela Panchayath, Kalburgi has passed order

- stating that the Panchayath Development Officer, Grama Panchayath Andola has

taken up construction of certain check dams during the years 2009-10, 2011-12
and 2012-13. The check dam which has not been constructed at Sy. No. 442 of
Andola Village has not been constructed, instead the check dam was constructed
in Sy.No.503 of Andola Village, without permission. The cost towards the
construction of check dam of Rs.99,984/- was ordered to be recovered from the
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officials responsible. Further, the Ombudsman has ordered to recover a sum of
Rs.84,984/- from the Assistant Agricultural Officer; Rs.10,000/- from Panchayath .
Development Officer and a sum Rs.5,000/- from the President of the Panchayath.

7) In view of the above, there is sufficient material to indict Respondents 1 and 2 for
the above said misconduct. Hence, the respondents 1 and 2 have failed to maintain
absolute integrity, devotion to duty and have acted in manner which is
unbecoming of a Government Servant for which they have made themselves liable
for departmental action. ' | '

- 8) Accordingly, now, acting under 12(3) of the Karnataka Lokayukta"Act, 1984
recommendation is made to the competent Authority to initiate disciplinary
proceedings against the respondent no.l ) Shri. Rajashekar S/o Basavanneppa
Nelogi, Panchayath Development Officer, Kellor Grama Panchayath, Jewargl'
“Taluk, Kalaburagi District, (Presently workmg at Sonna Grama Panchayath,

Jewargi Taluk,) and entrust the inquiry to this Authority under Rule 14-A of the
Karnataka Civil Services( Classification, Control and Appeal) Rules, 1957.

9) The respondent no.2 ) Smt. Chandamma Bheemaraya Tanikedkar, being the then
- President of Grama Panchayath, Kellor, action is to be initiated against her under
the provisions of Karnataka Panchayath Raj Act for her disqua’liﬁcation and also

for recovery of the mlsappropnated amount of Rs.5,000/- as per the orders of -
Ombudsmen dated 19.02. 2014.

10) The respondent no.3 is reported to be dead. Hence, no action is proposed against
him. : o | R
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
