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“That, you DGO - Sk Gunau Pujari, Retired Secretary — Horthi. Grama
Panchayath, Horthi, Indj Taluk, Vijayapura District, has committed misconduct
by allotting a house to Sri Bhimasya Somalinga Kambale who is the husband of
Ex.Member of Grama Panchayath Smt.Yellavva during  2006-67 under
Grameena Ashraya Yojane under S.C quota through the certificate issued by the -
Tahsildar show that he belong to Hindy Gaaniga caste and subsidy amount of -
Rs.1200/- has been paid to 117 beneficiaries by cash for constructing toilet
though they have not constructed the toilets except Suresh Pomu Chauhan and
- five of them are not residents of Horthi Village. :
‘Thus you DGO, being a Governmént /public servant has failed to maintain
absolute integrity besides devotion to duty and acted in a manner unbecoming of
a Government Servant and thus committed misconduct as enumerated U/R 3(1)
of Karnataka Civil Services (Conduct) Rules, 1966.” : o
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“35(3). In the present case, DGO did not appear and did not lead defense evidence to
prove his contention/defense if any. although he has filed Written Statement of
Defense. Hence, an adverse inference can also be drawn against him. as per Section
I14 of the Indian-Evidence Act, 1872,

36. It is worthwhile to note that, on bare reading Ex. P-] 1o 16, it is very clear that,
DGO allotted a house to Sri.Bhimasya Kambale, under S.C quota. though he is

37. On careful analysis and appreciation of oral and documentary evidence-placed on
record, it is manifestly clear that the depositions of PW 1 & 2 are fully corroborated
and consistent with Ex P1 to 16 and the same are inspiring confidence of this
enquiry authority to rely and to act upon and there is nothing brought on record to
disbelieve the same. -

38. For the reasons stated above and observatlons made in the light of deposmons of
PW 1 & 2 and relevant documents i.e Ex. P1 to 16 and relevant provisions of law
and under thegiven set of facts and circumstances of this enquiry, I have arrived at
inevitable conclusion to hold that the Disciplinary Authority through its presenting
officer is successful in proving the charge framed and leveled against the DGO up to
the standard of preponderance of probabilities, to record my fi ndmg, in the
affirmative against DGO as proved.”
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
