BRIEF FACTS OF THE CASE:

M Krishnappa (hereinafter referred to as complainant) has
filed complaint before Lokayukta Police Station, Tumkur on 21.11.2012 at 4.15 pm
against Respondent No. |- Sri.H.Basavaiah-PDO, Honnavalli Grama Panchayath, and
Respondent No.5 Smt.Anasuyamma- President, Honnavalli Grama Panchayath
- alleging that one Umamani w/o Shankarappa has been identified as beneficiary under
Indira Awaz Housing Scheme though she is not eligible for the benefit as she is
ﬁnancially sound.She is the sister-inlaw of the Respondent No.1. Though she is. not
even laid foundation for the construction of house, she has been issued 3 cheques for

Rs. 12,500/-, Rs.20,000/- and Rs.10,000/- respectively for the construction of the
house. ‘ ~

On the basis of the said Complaint, I.O. has registered FIR in Cr.N0.4/201?2 for
- the offences punishable under section 13(1)(c) read with section 13(2) of Karnataka
lokayukta act against Respondent Nos. 1 and 5 and proceeded with investigation. [.O.
has recorded the statement of witness and collected documents. '
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... The documents collected durlng mvestl,qatlon and statement of w1tnesses_‘ S
. 1ecorded by the L.O. show that: - - ’ o

Durlng 2012-13 the beneficiary Smt.Umamani under Indira Awas scflaeme has
only laid foundation and therefore, 1* Cheque for Rs.10,000/- towards i.e.installment
for foundation level was to be issued but, Respondent No.l has issued cheéques for

| Rs.15,000/- for foundation level, though construction was not continued after

foundation level. Rs.20,000/- has been sanctioned and cheque No.433970 for
Rs.10,000/- has been issued to Umamani and cheque has ben cancelled.

Respondent No.5 Smt.R.Anasuyamma, the chairman of the Gram Panchayath
had to visit the spot and verify the documents before issuing cheque. Respondent
No.1-PDO H.Basavaiah and Respondent no.5 Smt.R.Anasuyamma, the chairman of

“the Gram Panchayath have misappropriated the said amount by re]easmo amount to

beneficiaries Umamani though she was not entitled.

Rs.10,000/- towards 2™ installment without verifying the photo of beneficiary.Smt.

reledsed Rs 20 OO()/- and misappropriated the amount.

Ben1ﬁc1ary Smt.Reshma @ Rashmi @ Bhagya w/o Chandrashekaralah has

" furnished Khata extract which do not contain number of khata and site No. The
‘beneficiary has constructed the house in Sy.No.79 which.is standing in the name of

her father in law Basavaraj by extending the house which existed. Without verifying
the documents and visiting the spot, Sri.Jagannatachar, the Secretary-Respondent
No.3 and the Chairman Sri.L.P.Ramesh respondent No.6, Secretary-Kumaraswamy —

respondent No.2 and Chairman Smt. RAnusuya'nma the respondent No.5 has
released the amount.

Though beneficiary Smt. Jayalakshmamma w/o Puttaraj had not completed the
construction of house, final bill amount is released by H.Basavaiah- Respondent No.1,
and Chalrman Smt R.Anusuyamma the respondent No. 5

Though the income of beneficiary Smt. Sharadamma w/o thimmaiah is than the
income prescribed for the benefit, Smt.Sharadamma is identified as beneficiary.
Without visiting the spot and verifying the documents, entire amount has been

released to her by Sri.S.Basavaiah- Respondent No.4 and Chairman

Smt.R.Anusuyamma the respondent No.5.
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Kespondent No.1 ‘.P‘DO-LI.B»asaVaiah has submitted comments.- denying the
ailegations.He has submitted that he joined for duties in Honnavalli Grama

Panchayath on 28.6.2012 and grants are not made during his period. That himself and

his brother are separated about 10 years back and he was not working in Honnavalli
Grama Pancahayath when grant was made in favour of Umamani and Umamani has
completed the house. ' - :

Respondent No.2-Kumaraswamy, the Secretary has submitted comments
denying the allegations. He has stated that the amount released to Smt.Geeta w/o
Nagaraju has been remitted back by her.That Sy:No.79 is divided and it has fallen to
the share of beneficiary Reshma and the amount has been released to her after
completion of the house. | |
