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The Deputy Superintendent of [.okayukta, Bidar was directed by the Hon’ble
upalokayukta to investigate. He has been éxamined as PW-2. PW-2 has stated that he
issued notice 1o the complainant as per Iix-P-6 but he has stated that the complainant
did not co-operate in any manner PW-2 has collected relevant documents from the
Panchayath and has submitted his report along with documents as per Ex.P-7. In his
report he has stated that he complainant did not show the spot and has not produced
any documents to show the alleged irregularities.

-Dw-1/DGO in her cross examination by the Presenting Officer has denied the

suggestion that the M.B book was not attested by the Section Officer .and that the. . .

details of materials are not forthcoming in the M.B. Book. However, she is not able
to explain or justify her denial. The work completion report-does not bear the date.

- Further, she has stated i her cross that she has paid the coolie- amount: by way. of

cheque but she had given the checklist to the Bank Manager showing the name of
coolie amount by way of cheque but she had given the checklist to the Bank -
Manager showing the name of coolie workers and their Bank account number and
the amount to be given to each worker. But, the copy of that list is not produced. She
has produced Ex.D-3 which is the copy of the Muster Roll. She has stated that the
coolie amount has been deposited through RTGS to the account of workers. But,
there is nothing to show whether the amount has been deposited in the individual
account of those workers. There are no Bank statements orany documents to justify
her defence.

DW—I/DGO in her defence and in her chief examination has stated that a
complaint was given to the Ombudsman regarding the very same work and that the
Appellate Authority has passed an order as per Ex.D-1. Ex.D-1 is the order passed by
the Karnataka Ombudsman Appellate Authority, which is an Appellate Authority set
up to to hear complaint against order passed by Ombudsmen under NREGS. The
order is dated 22.02.2017, wherein the order of the Ombudsman of Bidar district
dated 15.04.2014 has been cancelled. It was passed in an Appeal preferred by this
DGO. The Obdusman of Bidar had passed an order on 15.04.2014 holding this DGO
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liable for certain irregularities mentioned in the said order, which includes the
workot digging farm pond in the land of Devendra. However, it is seen that the
points raised in this case as found in Section 12(3) report and in the Articles of
Charge. as mentioned earlier are not raised in that complaint. Further, that order or .
finding is not binding on this Authority. On going though the entire oral and.
documentary evidence. there are sufficient materials 10 establish the charge.
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.1 hereby recommended to the Government to impose penalty of withholding four
annual increments payable 1o DGO Smt. Mayadevi. Panchayath Development
Officer. Madakatti Gram Panchayath. Bhalki Taluk. Bidar District. with cumulative
.&Mlect.and also recovering a sum of Rs. 7.225/- from the salary and other allowances
~payable to DGO Smt. Mayadevi.
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
