No.707 measuring 14 Acres 13 Guntas of Mannur Village, Afzatpur Taluk, the land
which was acquired by the Deputy Commissioner for rehabilitation.

Thus you DGO. being a Government/Public servant has failed to maintain absolute
intcgrity besides devotion to duty and acted in a manner unbecoming of a Government
servant and thus committed misconduct as enumerated U/R 3(1) of Karnataka Civil
Service {Conduct) Rules 19667 °
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In the Cross examination, PW has deposed that -apart from agriculture,he is also

doing coolie work. He s permanently residing in Mannur Village in-his own house. Out
of Sy No.707 measuring 15 acres 13 guntas, he had 5 acres of land to his share. When
the proposals were made for acquisition of land to Bheema River he had not filed any
Trwrittenobjectioiis. When the Deputy Commissioner visited the spot they requested for
-~ compensation ot Rs. 5 lakhs per acre. After passing the award, he had not filed any
~_objection before any land acquisition officer or petition before tribunal for enhancement
“of compensation.

DGO who got examined himself as DW 1 has deposed that from the ear 2010 to
2015, he was working as PDO in mannur Gram Panchayath. Sri. SHivalingaiah Swamy
is his successor. | mannur Gram Panchayathi in Sy.no.707/1, sites were formed for
punarvasathi Yojane (Rehabilitation). During the year 2012, the houses were constructed
and possession was given to the beneficiaries. At the time of construction of the houses
in the scheme to reside the parking place was provided to the beneficiaries near Karjagi-
Mannur road. The Fahsildar has distributed the houses to the beneficiaries. The Village
Accountant is the competent authority to maintain the documents regarding distribution
of the houses.

In the cross examination DW1 has denied that during his tenure. he has not tak_éh h
any steps to vacate 8 to 10 unauthorized sheds. He denies that the oral and documentary

- evidence given by him is.no way related to. the articles of eharge. He denies that o o

escape from his liability, he is deposing falsely.

In the cross examination DWs 2, 3. 4 admit thatthe Government acquired the
property bearing Sy.no.707 measuring 14 acres 13 guntas for the purpose of -
rehabilitation of Bheema river Hood. They denied that 8 to 10 sheds were put up
unauthorisedly in this property. DW2 has voluntarily deposed that there were only 2
sheds and DW3 and 4 have voluntarily deposed that there was only one shed. They
admit thdt at that time DGO was working as PDO. They denied that DGO failed to
remove the unauthorized sheds and that to help DGO, they are deposing falsely.

In Sy.No.707 measuring 14 acres 13 Guntas Mannur Village, the land was acquired
by the Deputy Commissioner for rehabilitation. According to the complainant, after
allotment of the sites, 3 acres of land was lying vacant and it was not utilized for the
purpose it was acquired. This fact sirengthens the contention of Disciplinary Authority.
Therefore illegal sheds were put up in this land. DGO has not placed any material
evidence on record to show that he has taken steps to vacate the illegal occupants in the
land acquired for rehabilitition. The DGO being the PDO of Mannur Gram Panchayath
was the responsible officer to take steps against the illegal occupants. But no such steps
were taken, S o ‘
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The oral and documentary cvidence on record clearly reveals that the DGO failed to
remove 8-10 sheds erected without the permission of Gram Panchayath in Gram
Panchayath land-Sy.no.707.measuring.14.Acres. 13 guntas of mannur was acquired by
the Deputy Cemmissioner for rehabilitation.

ihelcby the DGO. being a Government/ Public servant has failed to maintain
absolute integrity besides devotion to duty and acted in manner unbecoming of a
Government servant. Hence, 1 proceed to answer point No.1 in the affirmantive.
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Having 1cga1d to the nature of charges proved against DGO Sri- Ramesh Patit,t-ts s

hereby recommended to the Government to impose. penalty -of withholding 4 annual

increments payable to DGO Sri ‘Ramesh Patil, Panchayath- Development Officer. - o
