“That, you DGO-Prashanth P., PDO, Pasapur Gram Panchayath, Yadgir Taluk and
District along with the President of Grama Panchayath Sri Siddappa have
misappropriated Rs. 9,56,171/- without there being approved action. plan under 13"

. Finance Schemie and also approval from general-body of grama Panchayath.

Thus, you DGO, being GQV¢1'11111ent/Public Servant has failed to maintain absolute
integrity besides devotion to duty and acted in a manner unbecoming misconduct as
enumerated U/R .J( 1) (1) to (ii1) of Karnataka C1V11 Service (Conduct) Rules, 1966 &
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The complainat who is examined as PW 1 has deposed that during the yéar 2013-

~ 14 in Government grants, 13th Finance scheme and other schemes, the President and

PDO  of Pasapula gram Panchayath misappropriated the government funds.
Therefore, on 30.10.2013, he submitted a representation to Zilla Panchayath, Yadgir.
On 13.11.2013, Zilla Pachayath has written a letter to Taluk Panchayath to conduct
enquiry and submit report. Asst. Director-Sri IL.B Devadurga was appointed as

investigating officer. Sri H B devadurga and Taluk Panchayath E.O Dr.Sathish came
to Pasapula grama panchayath and verfified the records.

Further PW1 has deposed that in 13th Finance scheme Rs.6,95,260/- was
misused. In respect of collecting tax, a sum of Rs. 2,21,211/- was spent without :
maintaining any account. In water supply scheme, a sum of Rs.39,700/- was misused. -
Totally the DGO and the President Sri. Siddappa have misappropriated a sum of

. Rs.9,56,171/-. Accordingly, on 16.11:2013 Sri. ILB. Devadurga submitted his report

to Zilla Panchayath.

Further PW1 has deposed that the Zilla Panchayath has issued a SOWw casue notice
to the President and DGO. For the said show cause notice, DGO and President have
not given any reply. Therefore, he submitted request letter to CEO on 1.2.2014 to
remove the President from his post and to take Criminal action against DGO. After |
month CEO, Zilla Pachayath issued one more notice to the President and DGO to
recover the loss caused to the government. Even after that, the President and DGO

have not made any repayment.

Further PW1 has deposed that Zilla Panchayath also issued a second and third
notice to the President and DGO for recovery. Even after that, the President & DGO
have not repaid the amount. Therefore,- Chief Executive Officer, zilla Panchayath
directed Taluk Panchayath Executive officer to initiate criminal action against the

President & DGO. But, the Executive Officer due to political pressure did not initiate -

criminal action against them and not recovered the loss caused to the government.
Further PW1 has deposed that then the Chief Executive Officer, ZP wrote a letter to
the government to remove the President from his post. But no action was taken
against them. Therefore, he lodged a complaint to Lokayukta along with form no.l &
2 as per Ex.P.1 to Ex.P.3 with relevant documents namely resolution Ex.P.4. Cash
book register extract Ex.P.3 bank statement Ex.P.6
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Further PW1 has deposed that the cash book and bank statement do not tally with
cach other. Without any action plan, President and DGO have issued cheque to
Maharajeshwari clectrical. In Th ratalagera village, without doing the pipeline work:
from the house of Sﬁnnathyappa to the house of Bedarasabanna, DGO has misused
an amount of Rs. 18,633/~ Similarly, the President and DGO have misappropriated
the government funds as observed in the report of CEQ. "

In respect of water supply scheme, the President and DGO have misused a sum of
Rs. 39,700/- While .the investigation was pending PDO was transferred to
Davanagere. Therefore, E.O wrote a letter to CEO to take action against DGO and
President. The President and DGO without any action plan, general body meeting
approval, without tender and without doing the work have misused the government
funds of Rs. 9,56,171/-

The report submitted by the Chief Executive Officer to the Government Ex p12
and another report Ex p 13 submitted by the Chief Executive Officer of Yadgir to

~ Chief Executive Officer of Davangere Ex p 13 show that under 13th Finance scheme,

DGO and the president have misused a sum of Rs. 6,95,260/- without any receipt and
accounts. The president and DGO have spent an amount of Rs. 221,111/~ and
misused the same. Under water supply scheme, a sum of Rs.39,700/- was misused by
the DGO. Thereby-the president and the DGO without any receipts and accounts
have misused a sum of Rs. 9,56,171/-. The president and the DGO have violated the
guidelines issued under different schemes and misused. the Government funds.

~ Though a show cause notice was issued by the Chief Executive Officer, Yadoxr Zilla

Panchayath, DGO has not given any reply.

The report Ex P 14 shows that inspite of service of notice, DGO has not submitted
any comments. In the present enquiry also, though the articles of charges was served
on DGO, he has not appreared before this court. The evidence of PW1 remained
unchallenged. The DGO being the PDO of Pasapula Gram Panchayath and the then
president Sri. Siddappa Yampada have misappropriated. a sum of Rs. 9,56,171/-
without their being approved action plan under 13th finance scheme and also
approval from general body of Gram Panchayath. :

Thereby the DGO, being a Goveminent/public servant has failed to maintain
absolute integrity besides devotion to duty and acted in a manner unbecoming of a
Government servant.
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Having regard to the nature of charges proved against DGO Sri Prash‘mth B, it
is hereby recommended to the Government to impose penalty of compulsory
retirement from service on DGO Sri Prashanth P and also to recover a sum of Rs,
4,78,085/- from the pension and other benefits payable to DGO Sri Prashanth P.
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
