Angala Programme” at Government- Model Higher Prlmary Schoo] Arekere
Devadurga Taluk from 16.04.2008 to 23. 04. 2008. : '

(b) Respondent had remairred absent unauthorisedly from 24.04.2008 to-31.05.2008.

5. The reports prima facie show that.the Respondent had signed in the attendance
registér for the period from 16.04. 2008 to 23.04.2008 though he was attending
training during that period - and he had remained -absent unauthorisedly from
24.04.2008 to 31.05.2008 though he was attending training during that period and he
-had remained absent unauthorisedly from 24.04.2008 which amount to misconduct.
Therefore the comments submxtted by Respondent is not: acceptable to dlop the
proceedmgs against him.
