total PSP awards are proposed in the categories of thematic awards. The nine thematic
categories are:

Serving Marginalized section (women, SC/ST, disabled, senior citizen),
Social Sectot performance,

Disaster Management,

CBOs/ Individuals taking voluntary actions to support Gram Panchayats, and
Innovation in revenue generation '

o e-Governance — (new theme added this year)

(i)  Rashtriya Gaurav Gram Sabha Puraskar (RGGSP) - to be awarded to Gram
‘ Panchayats only, for their outstanding contribution to the socio-economic development
by involving Gram Sabhas. '
(i)  The award for good work in implementation of “Mahatma Gandhi National Rural
Employment Guarantee Scheme”- to be awarded to Gram Panchayats only. The award
is given by Ministry of Rural Development on the recommendations of MoPR.
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2. The online application forms for Panchayat Awards-2017 will open for entry from 1% July,
2016 at link http://panchayataward.gov.in. The points/timelines which may be kept in view are as
follows:

e The Panchayats (at Gram, Intermediate or District level as the case may be) may apply for
awards online by 20* August, 2016. State Governments/UT Administrations may forward
the online nominations after due verifications to Ministry of Panchayati Raj by 30t
September, 2016.

e The State should decide the work flow online to allow Panchayats to access the
questionnaire to participate in the process. The User name/id and the password will remain
same as provided by National Informatics Centre (NIC)-MoPR last year.

e States should ensure that the Intermediate and Gram Panchayats in Schedule V Areas are
nominated in proportion to the number of Panchayats therein.

3. For more information regarding the award guidelines and procedure for filling up of online
nominations, the Ministry's link http:/panchayataward.gov.in may be referred. The Panchayats may
contact nodal officers of the Panchayati Raj Department of the States/UTs or National Informatics
Centre coordinator for assistance in filling up of the online nomination forms. In case of any
difficulty, queries may be forwarded at awards-mopr@nic.in & joshi.sk@nic.in.

4. It is requested to nominate a State/UT Nodal Officer who would assist Panchayats in
filling up online nomination forms and his/her contact details may also be shared with this
Ministry at above e-mails. Video- Conference will be soon arranged for the nodal officers. The
states may keep watch on the Ministry’s link to track updates on the matter.

5. The States/UTs are requested to give wide publicity to these Awards so that a large
number of Panchayats doing good work could participate in it.
